All the nominees spoke briefly
and all asked for unity in the
party.

Premier Jones Speaks

While walting for the result of
the ‘balloting to become known
Premler J. Walter Jones was call-
ed to the platform. He expressed
full confidence in his own party
and sald he could step down from
the leadership and there were
men In the Government who
could move in and keep on win-
ning elections. Regarding the
Newfoundland service he said the
Blue Peter was costing the Gov-
ernment  $6,000 per trip and
though they were not making
money on It they were coming
close to breaking even and at the
same time giving the people a
good service,

Asked about

the Trans-Canada
Highway he said this Province
had a greater proportion of it
completed than any other. There
are 30 miles finished and 45 more
to do. He sald it is a heavy road
to take heavy truck traffic and In
20 years might be the _main traf-
tic artery of the Province and
perhaps supplant the rallway. He
touched briefly on the ferry ser-
vices at Borden and Wood Islands
and sald much traffic was being
lost at the latter because of the
inadequacy of the boats. He also
spoke of the possibility of selling
fluid milk to Newfoundland where
many of the population have
never tasted it.

Honored guests
were three charter members, two
of whom have continued as active
members all through the years.
They, with members of the exec-
utive, were seated at the head
table. In all twenty-eight ladies
were present,

Mrs. C. H. Weeks, president, ex-
tended a special welcome to char-
ter and early members, On their
behalf Mrs. J. H. Myrick, an early
member, made fitting response.
Charter members present were
Mrs. H. J. Larizin, first president,
and now honorary president, Mr's.
S. R. Burke and Mrs Jesse Mat-
thews.

Between courses messages Of
greeting were read from two other
charter members who regretted
their inability to be present, Mrs.
John A. Wilson of Charlottetown
and Mrs. James R. Hunter of
Summerside,

The final course of the dinner
was a three-tier anniversary cake
decorated .in silver and topped
with the letters “W. I.” The cake
was cut by Mrs, C. H. Weeks, pre-
sident, and tea was poured by Mrs.

Historical Sketch

In a brief historical sketch of the

Alberton Institute, Mrs, R.
Burke, charter member, spoke as
follows:

“In the lives of us all there are
special occasions which we some-
times refer to as milestones along
the way of life. ‘Tonight we are
celebrating one of these milestones
in the history of our Women's In-
stitute, our twenty-fifth anniver-
sary. Those twenty-five years have
meant many happy meetings and
much hard work. Many of our be-
loved ones have passed on to &
happler home and I am sure they
are smiling down on us tonight.

ugome few years before the Al-
berton Women’s Institute was or-
ganized, a number of women
formed a Prince County Hospital
Ladies’ Aid. It was at a meeting
of the Hospital Aid that a motion
was made to organize a branch'of
the Women's Institute. In this
way work for the hospital could
be continued and at the same time
work for the benefit of the com-
munity could be done.

.“On November 3rd, 1927, our In-
stitute was organized with Mrs.
James Larkin as our first presi-
dent. One of our first projects was
the buying of a building called the
Town Hall which, at the time, ‘was
in such a dilapidated condition as
to be almost unfit for use. In those
days two entertainments were us-
ually given each winter, One was
the Burns concert and if the Jan-
uary thaw struck that night it
would be too bad as it would be
almost as wet -inside as out. At a
st. Patrick's concert there had to
be props put under the bullding to
keep it from falling down. Is it
any wonder eur Institute consid-
ered their first work was to pro-
vide a suitable hall for meetings,
lays, concerts, etc.?

P "%ve bought the old building,
out off part of the lower story,
thus lowering the structure, put
in a concrete basement with suf-
ficient supports to carry any audi-
ence, built an addition to the
south end of the bullding to be
used as a meeting place for the
Institute and for other purposes,
finished the outside, put in new
windows,  enlarged the stage,
painted ‘the hall and installed a
furnace. All this was done at &
cost of over two thousand dollars.

Consumers buy more fresh vege-
tables during the summer. There-
fore, bureau men consider, fresh
vegetables should have a larger
influence on the index during that
period. More meat is consumed
when production is _hlgh and
prices are low and therefore meat
will pack more power during the
bigger consumption period. 8

The old index, in operation for
12 years, kept the influence of
commodities on the index constant
throughout the year.

This has a particular impact on
Jabor contracts contalning escala-
tor clauses.

Normally, with the new index
in operation, the old prices baro-
meter should be eliminated. How-
ever, to avoid confusion and to
help labor and management, the
bureau has decided to publish
both simultaneously for the next
six months. Then the old Index
will be discarded.

This. procedure of trylng to get
out two indexes at one time may
slow the bureau's monthly publi-
cations. Usually the index is is-
sued on the fourth day of each
month. The naxt one, reflecting
changes during September, is ex-
pected Nov. 4, but there may be a
day or two delay.

Rowebottom sald this may be
completed by December or early
next year.

Theynew index covers 225 items.
New items include such’ things as
liquor, cost of owning a home,
margarine, fresh chicken, women's
ur coats, chocolate bars and soft
drinks. 'Eliminated are about two
dozen items appearing in the old
index, Including such things as
prunes, corn syrup, women's wool-
len panties and cotton night-
gowns, cigars and bed springs.

Quebec Lawyer
Gives Views On
Ottawa Agreements

OTTAWA, Oct. 23—(CP)—Paul
Gerin-Lajoie, prominent Montreal
lawyer. sald recently permanent
agreements offer the only -»lution
to the problem of “aver-increasing

centralization of power” in Ot-
tawa,
He made the statement in an

address to the 17th annual meet-
ing of the Quepec Chamber of
Commerce.

Mr. Gerin-Lajole said the per-

manent agreements should pro-
vide for a just balance of power
between the federal and provinc-
ial governments. They should be
drafted to make it possible for the
provinces fully to exerclse their
rights.:
_ The agreements should not pre-
vent the federal government from
paying subsidies to provinces
whose financial resources  are
below the national average.

The alternative to such perm-
anent agreements was a unitarian
form of government. Only the ag-
reements could preserve for the
provinces the powers and rights
granted them by the constitution.

The problem of federal-provinc-
fal relations—theme of this year's
meeting—was not new. Mr. Gerin-
Lajoie said that preconfederation
meetings in Quebec in 1864 were
almost “wrecked” by disagree-
ment over financial matters.

He traced developments in the
federal-provincial field since con-
federation and sald existing ag-
reements between the federal gov-
ernment and all provnces except
Quebeo had their advantages. They
provided financial balance am-
ong the province, assured {finan-
cial stability for the duration of
the agreements, a high level of
employment and a& more equitable
fiscal system than in former years.

For Quebec, however, there were
serious objections to the agree-
ments. Quebec believed that the
government which spends the
money should impose and collect
the taxes.

The agreements “froze” pro-
vincial budgets for a period of five
years and could paralyze a gov-
ernment in the face of sudden fin-
ancial crisis.

Such agreements gave the fed-
eral government powers which
seriously affected the prestige and
authority of the provinces.

Laurent Paradis, first vice-pre-
sident of the Quebec Chamber of
Commerce, said the agreements,
first instituted in 1942 as a war
measure, were to have left the
provinces  without their fiscal
powers for five years.

But the federal government has
extended the agreements without
even going through the formality
of calling a federal-provincial con-
ference.

Consider Merging
Lobster Districts

MONCTON, Oct. 23—(CP)—Pos-
sibility of merging the lobster
fishing areas along the east coast
of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia was advanced by Depart-
ment of Fisheries officlals here
today.

The proposal came as a meeting
between department members and
representatives of the lobster
packing and fishing industry went
into its second and final day.

The sessions, under the chalir-
manship of Dr. A, L. Prichard,
Ottawa, director of Conservation
and Development Service for the
Fisheries Department, reviewed
the proposals. Districts affected by
the discussion are the Southern
Gulf of St. Lawrence and the
Northumberland Straits.

No sound reason can be advan
ced as to why the season in these
two districts should be different,
the department contended. Clim-
atle conditions and behavior of
lobsters do not vary greatly. The
two seasons, however encourage
poaching and has in the past led
to a difficult protection situation,
it was stated.

The Government memorandum
on the proposed chanke noted
that there is little differency from
a conservation viewpoint as to the
season chosen but the oplnion
was expressed that an open fish-
ery In May and June would pro-
duce lobsters of better quality
under better handling conditions.

Representatives of the Industry
felt the present system is to their
advantage.
