THE MAGNETIC NEEDLE,

Powers of the Pole’s Attraction Whieh

Have Been But Little Understood.

The pole’s attraction for other objects
besides the magnetic needle has, up te
the present time,been at best imperfect-
ly understood, owing to the incomplete-
ness of the data furnished by those who
made such mattersa study.
