THE REMEDIAL RILL.

A Synopsis of the Act Presentea to the
House,

The preamble sets forth the circumstan-
ces—the granting of the majority’s petition
for redress, and the failure of the Province
to legislate to that end—under which it
becomes expedient that Parliament should
make a remedial law,

Clause 2 enacts: “The Lieutenant-
Governor-in-Council of the Province of
Manitoba shall appoint, to form and con-
stitute a Separate School Board of Educa-

tion for Manitoba, a certain number of
persons, not exceeding nine, | all of
whom shall be Roman Catholice.

(1) Three of such members, recorded at
the foot of the list of members of the Boar
as entered in the minute book of the Ex-
ecutive Council of the Province of Mani-
toba, shall retire and cease to hold office
at the end of each year, which for the pur
poses of the act hall be held and taken to
be the second day of October annually, and
the names of members appointed in their
atead shall be placed at the head of the
list, and the three members so retiting,in
rotation, and annually may be eligible for
re-appointment.”

Clause 3. 1If the
Council does not, within three months
after the coming into force of this act,
make appointments to the Separate School
Board, or if the Lieut.-Governor-in-Coun-
cil doe not fill any vacancy that may
from any cause occur in the Separate
School Board, within three months after
the occurence of, such vacancy, then, in
either such case, tiie Governor-General
may make any appointment not made by
the Lieut.-Governor-in-Council.

Claus: 4. The Department of Edacation
mav, for the observance ot Separate
Schools, make regulations for the register-
ing and reporting of daily attendance at
all Separate Schools in the Province, sub-
ject to to the approval of the Lieut, Gov-
ernor-in Couneil; (2) the Department of
Education may a'so make, from time to
time, such regnlationsas they may think fit
for the general organization of the S:pa-
rate Schools.

EDUCATION.

The fifth clause defines the duties of the
Romian Catholic Board of Education. It
is to have control and management of the
separate schools, to arrange for the exam
ination and licensing of teachers, whose
secular qualifications are to be of the pro-
vincial standard, the Board, also, to recog
nize all provincial certificates to teachers.
The Board is to select books, withiu the
limits descr.bad; it is to have the power
to regulate the construction of schools,
and the formation and alteration of all
school districts under its care. The
Board is to give spacial aid to high schools
from the fuuds at its dispos=al, not exceed
ing, in the aggregate, one-twentieth of its
appropriation, no high school to receive
such special aid unless it complies fully
with the regulations; and, further, such
kigh school only to be established with
the consent of the trustees.

The Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council
empowered Lo appoint one of the members
of the Board to be the superintendent of

1<

separate schools and secretiry of the
Board. If no appointment shall be so
made, the Board shall appoint one of its

members to be superintsudent. The duties
of the superintendent are to generally
supervise the schools and work of the
school inspectors, as the executive offizer
of the Board, to furnish to the Provincial
Government a yearly return of the school
at‘endance, together with a statement of
the receipts and expenditure of all Govern-
ment moneys,

In regard to the formation and altera-
tion of school districts, this is left to the
Municipal Council, rutject to the sanction
of the Board of Elucation. It is provided
that, should a Municipal Council refuse
the petition of five heads of fanulies to
establish or alter & school district, upon
appeal of the petitioner:, the Board may,
within three months, itself establish or re-
construct a separate school district. And
it i- “further provided that no school dis-
trict shall be organized under the Act un-
lese there shali be at least ten Roman
Catholic children of school age living
within the rame, and situated unot over
three miles from a point that mav in any
wise be fixed a3 the tirst school site.”

In all cases of readjustment of school
districts the separate school inspector, and
one person appointed by each Board of
Tru-tees, shall value the school property,
and arbitrate upon he respective rights of
the interested partics. Ths award is sub-
ject to appeal to the Courts. In cities and
tows the Board may divide the munici-
pality into wards for separate school pur-
poses, and regulate the election of trustees
In portions of the Province not organized
into muui:ipalities, the Board has the
authority to form school districts and
trustees to levy and collect taxes.

ASSESSMENT FOR £CHOOL TAXES.

The 28th clause provides that “The
Roman Catholic ratepayers of a school
district, including religious and education-
al corporations, shall be liable to be as
sessed for the support of separate schools.”
(The exemptions include the places of
worship. educational and charitable in-
stitutions themselves.)

“No Roman Catholic, who is assessed
for support of a separate ¥chool, shall be
liable to be assessed, taxed, or required in
any way to contribute for the erection,
maintenance or support of any other
acbool, whether by the Provincial law or
otherwise; nor shall any of his property,
in respect of which he shall have been =0
assessed, he so liable.” Butit is pro-
vided that any Roman Catholic upon giv-
|llg written llOll(' may hl\(.‘ his p!‘()'ﬂ‘r!\
assesced for publm school purposes, if he
80 desire:.  And he shall continue to be
considered to be a public school supportar
until he gives not'ce of withdrawal.

The clause in regard to the provincial
government is a3 follows : “The right to
share proportionately in any grant made
out of public funds for the purposes of ed-
cation, having been decided to be, and be-
ing now one of the rights and prlvll“g(‘“ of
the said Roman Catholic minority of Her
Masjesty’s subjsets in the province
of Maunitoba, any sum granted by the
Legislature of the province of Mani-
toba, aud appropriated for <ceparate
schools, shall be placed to the credit of
the Board of Education in account, to be
opened in the books of the Trrvurv De-
partment and in the audit office.”

The Board is empowered to establish a
separate normal school in St. Boniface,
and assign to it one-tenth of Jthe educa-
tional grant.

The bill concludes with this provision :

“Power is hereby reserved tothe Parlia-
ment of Canada to make such further and

other remedial laws as provigions of the
said section iwenty-two, of chapter three,
of the Statutes of 1870, and of decision of
the G*vernor-m Council thereunder may

reguire.”
