Two U. S. Jets
Crash 16 Miles
From Goose Bay

ST. JOHN'S, Nfld., (CP)—T#o
United States Air Force F-94 Star
fire jet fighters crashed Wednes-
day 16 miles from Goose Bay air-
port in Labrador and the four
crew members were killed.

U. S. Northeast Air Command
headquarters here said the jets

The historic joint session of the
Supreme Soviet's 1,300 members
accepted both nominations — as
ﬂlfy had accepted selection of Bul-
ganin Tuesday—with a show of
hands and stormy applause.

Zhukov, once in relative eclipse
in the post - war Stalin days,
emerged to great prominence after
Stalin’s death. Since then he has
been serving as one of two deputy
defence ministers. He was a war-
time acquaintance of Field Mar-
shal Viscount Montgomery and
President Eisenhower. then Allied
commander in chief, in Germany.

The session turned the spotlight
on another Second World War mil-
itary hero, Marshal Ivan S. Konev,
also emerging to greater promin-
ence. Konev headed the military
court which condemned police boss
Lavrenty Beria to death in De-
cember, 1963, in a purge of the
Soviet Union's secret police sys-
tem.

To cheers from the parliament
deputies, Konev declared recent
Soviet Army manoeuvres ‘‘have
imjroved the Soviet Army's train-
ing in ways based on Soviet
science.” He accused American
“imperialists’’ of surrounding the
Soviet Union with bases and propa-
gandizing for atom warfare, add-
ing that “the Soviet Union loses
no time in perfecting its skill and
training” under such circumstan-
ces.

“Our army," said Konev, ‘repre-

sents a mighty force which fully
answers the demands and charac-
teristics of modern war. If the im-
perialists dare to attack our
motherland, the Soviet armed for-
ces have at their disposal all kinds
of for the 1 de-
feat of the aggressors.”
A similar tone was set Tuesday
in a major foreign policy state-
ment by Foreign ster Molotov,
providing the background for the
Soviet appeal drawing attention of
the world’s parliaments to *‘the sit-
uation in Europe.’

Plan To Test
Guided Missile
At Churchill

OTTAWA (CP) - A team of
Canadian and United States mili-
tary experts are expected to fire
the guided missile Nike in a
series of winter tests this week
at Churchill, Man., it was learn-
ed Wednesday.

A spokesman at army head-
quarters said a party of Cana-
dian and American senior officers
and scientists went to Churchill,
600 miles north of Winnipeg, for
the tests.

The firing of the 20-foot-long
guided missle will take place
this week providing weather con-
ditions at the northern testing
station are favorable. Nike is an
American - developed, supersonic
guided missle used as an anti-
aircraft defence weapon.

The missile measures about a
foot in di ter and is 1 hed
by remote control from a launch-
ing platform. It first was deve-
loped in 1946 without the guided
features. These were added by
several U.S. electrical companies
and the missile was tested at
proving grounds in the U.S.

The Churchill tests are expect-
ed to give military experts an
indication of Nike's performance
under cold weather conditions.
