THE FIELD AFTER THE BATTLE

“On the even of the battle, ”.wnlu
the correspondent of the Morning
1 went over the field. I llunk | hnve
said over and over again that it was a sight
which could never be described.  A'consid-
erable number, some 800 to 1000, Russian
killed and wounded were lying among our
tents, and here also were many, too many,
corpses of Zouaves and French Iufantry of |
the line. All our wounded have been re-
moved, and the wounded of the enemy were
b gathered in. The kindness and at-
tention  of our fellows to their helpleu
enemies was beyond all praise. They
bmughl them water, got knapsacks to put
under their heads, and borrowed blankets
which to cover them from the raw night
air; here and there small groups of them
stood absorbed in pity round some prostrate
foe to whom their kindness came too late,
and who, shot either through the hea
lungs, gmipetl out his existance in painful
sobs, or terminated it in a horrible convul-
which made your blood curdle to hear.
A little above the line of tents was the brow
of the hill averlooking Inkerman He-g
Here was the spot where the allied artillery
engaged thatof the enemy afier the retreat,
and here the sight was ‘sickening indeed.
There is nothing so awful as the spectacle
of the bodies of those who haye been struck

own by round shot of shell. One poor
fellow of the 95th had been struck by two
2-pounders inthe head and body. A shell
afterwards burst on him and tore him to
pieces, and it was only by fragments of
cloth with the regimental buttons adhering,
that you could tell that the rough bloody
mass which lay in the rond had ever been
a human being. useless to dwell
suffice it to say
carcases of some (wo
hundred killed .md wounded horses lay the
bodies of our brave English and French
artillerymen, all more or less rngmruuy
Some had their heads taken off’

at the neck, as if with an axe; others their
legs gone from the hip: sthors their arms,
and others again, who were hit in the chest
or stomach, were litrally as smashed as il‘
they had been crushed in a machine,
it was not alone the allies who laid hare
on the contrary, there were ten Rnumn
corpses for one of theirs, but the latter were
all killed by musketry before the artillery
came up.  On this spot the Russians kept
dropping shells the whole night; but their
vindictive efforts were in vain; all who lay
in reach of their missiles had suffered the
ast which they were to endure on earth. |
Passing up the road to Sebastopol between
heaps of Russian dead, you came to the
spot where the Guards had been compelled
to retire from the defence of the wall above
Inkerman Valley. Here our dead were
uearly ©s numerous as the enemy’s. Across
the path, side by y five Guardsmen,
who were all killed by one round shot as
they advanced to charge the enemy. They
lay on their faces in the same attitude, wuh
their muskets tightly grasped in both )umds,
and all had the same grim painful frown

“pon_their features, like men who were
siruck down in the act of closing with their
foes.  Beyond this the Russian Guardsmen
and line_regiments lay thick as leaves, in-
termixed with dead and wounded horses.
The latter, with fractured limbs, were now
and then rising, and, afterstaggering a few
steps, rolling over among the corpses,
snorting and plunging fearfully. Up to the
right of fthe wall was the way to the Two-
gun Battery.

The path lay through thick brushwood,
but the path was slippery with blood, and
the brushwood was broken down and en-
cumbered with the dead. l'he scene from
