Outlook For
Agreement
Appears Sour

MOSCOW, (AP) — A West German government
spokesman predicted Sunday that Soviet-German negot-
iations here will end Tuesday night and the Germans will
go home Wednesday. Outlook for any agreement appears
sour.

The end of the talks which began Friday appeared in
sight as West German Chancellor Konrad Adenauer en-
tertained Soviet bigwigs at luncheon in a wooded area 12
miles from Moscow. The villa was assigned to Adenauer

by his Russian hosts..

Purpose of the luncheon was an
attempt to sweeten the atmosphere
of the talks after Saturday's bitter
exchange between the two delega-
tions over the return of German
war prisoners still held by the So-
viets and reunification of Germany.

He
said those are war criminals who
broke ‘‘the most humane norms
and laws.” This led to a bitter
exchange between the two delega-
tions.
