Werrine Brick —Itis important that
every one engaged in building should be
well informed in regard to the durability
of materials. We publish the following
from an exchange paper :

Very few people, or even builders, are a-
ware of the advantage of wetting brick be.
fore laying them, or if aware of it, they
do not practise it ; for of the many houses
now in progress in thi , there are ve-
ry few in which wet bricks are used. A

]uall twelve inches thick bnilt of good

- mortar, with bricks well soaked, is stron-
ger in every respect then one sixteer
ches thick built dry. 'The reason of this

is, that if the bricks are well saturated 8

with water, they will not abstract from
the mortar the moisture which is neces-
sary to its crystalization, and on the con-
trary, they will unite chemimally with
the mortar and become solid as a rock.
'On the other hand, if the bricks are put
(up dry, they immediately take all the
moisture from the mortar, leaving it to
dry and harden, and the consequence is,
hat when a building of this description
taken down, the mortar from
0 much nnd.—Sclenuﬁc American,

To MAKE GLUE FROM OLD LEATHER —
Mr. Johnson, of London, has obtained a
patent for preparing old leather scraps to
render them fit to be made into glue.

The leather is first chopped unto small
ly washed, then pla-
taken out after a

ced in vats, where
few hours, and sub to jected pressure, and

again immersed in a stronger alkaline
solution some hours, which process re-
moves all the tannic acid. Itis now taken
out and washed well with water, and sub-
mited to a steep of a very weak sulphuric
acid for twenty-four hours, to remove all

ulormg matter. This being accomplish-
ed, it again submitted to a weak alkaline
solution_ of the carbonate of soda, then
washed in water, and is fit to be made in-
to glue by the common process.
