And
inssmuch as the system of responsible govern
ment has been extended and applied tohe
Provinecial constitutions withia their resp-c
tive spheres of action, as unreservedly ss in
the Dominion itself, it fallows that that sys-
tem ought to be carried out iu its eatirety ;
sad that the Liewtenant Uovernor shoald
siand ia the same relation towards his Execu-
tive Counci!, and towards the loeal legislature
a# is cecupied by the Governor Geveralin the
Dowisicn, by the Queen in the mother

““ Under ordinary circumstasoes, a constitue
tational governor would naturally defer to the
sdvice of hie Ministers, so long as they ccn-
tinue to possess the confidence of the populsr
Chamber, and are able to administer public
affairs in accordance with the well underatood
wishes of the people, as expressed through
their representatives; if, at any time, he
should see fit t¢ doubt the wisdom, or the
legality, of advice tendered to him; or should
question the motives which have actuated hie
Advisers on any particular occasion,—s0 as to
tead him to the conviction that their advice
had been prompted by corrupt, partizau or
other unworthy motives, and not by a regard
to the honor of the Crown, or the welfare and
wlvancement of the community at large, —the
Governor is entitied to have recourse to the
power reserved to him, in the Royal Instruc-
t'ons; and to withhold his assent from such
wdvice, Under these circumstances, he would
wuitably endeavor, in the first instance, by
wuggestion or remorstrance, to induce his
Ministers to modify or abandon a policy or
proceeding which he was unable to spprove.
But if his remonstrancse should prove uan-
availing, the Governor is competent to re.
(uire the resignation of his Ministers, or to
dismniss them from office; and te call to his
ouncils a new administration.”

When the Hon. James Macdonald was

Minister of Justice a bill to incorporate the
Provinecial Grand Orange Lodge was reserv-
od. In connection with this case, the re-
warks of the late Sir John Macdonald con.
cerning & reserved Orange Bill of the Pro-
vinee of Ontario were quoted as follows :

““The provision ia the ‘British N uth
Amerion Act, 1867, that Your Excellency
may reserve a bill for the signification of Her
Majesty’s pleasure, was solely made with a
view to protection of Imparial interests aud
the maintenance of Imperial Folicy, and in
mse Your Excellency should exercise the
power of reservation conferred upon you,
vou would do so in your capacity as an [m-
perial officer and under the Royal instruction.
o in any province the Lieutenant Jovernor
should only reserve a bill in his capacitv as an
otlieer of the Dominion and under instructions
from the Governor General.”

*“ The Ministers of the Governor General
snd of the Lientenant Governor are alike
bound to oppose in the Legislature measures
of which they disapprove, and if, notwith-
standing such a measure is carried, the wmin-
istry should either resign or accept the de-
cision of the Legislature and advise the pas-
sage of the Bill. 1t then rests with the Gov-
ernor General or the Lieutenant Governor, as
the case may be, to consider whether the Act
copflicts with his instructions or his duty as
an Imperial or a Dominion officer, and 1if it
does 8o conflict, he is bound to reseive it
whatever the advice tendered to him may be,
but if not, he will doubtleas feel it his daty
to give his assent in accordance with advice
to that effect, which it was the duaty of his
ministers to give.”
