Mendes-France Willing To Ease
Sllghtly Drastic EDC Proposals

WITHDRAW TO START WITHIN MONTHS

By DAVE McINTOSH
(Canadian Press Staff Writer)
OTTAWA (CP) — Canada is ex-

pected to start a gradual with-
tdrawal of its 6,000-man hrigade in
Korea in the next few months.

Officials said Thursday a ‘very
substantial” proportion of the bri-
gade “almost certainly” will be
back home by the end of this year.

“We expect to reduce our forces
in Korea proportionately to the
Americans,” one authority said,
commenting on the U.S. Army an-
nouncement that four of its six
divisions will be pulled out in the
next several months. The U. 8.
withdrew two divisions earlier this
Yyear.

This Canadian decision flies in
the face of a U.8. request that
other United National members
keep their forces ih Korea to pre-
serve the international complexion
of the UN command.

NOT PERMANENT

Exactly when and In what pro-
portion Canadian forces in Korea
—the brigade and three destroyers
—will be withdrawn now is being
discussed here and at Camberley,
England, where senior Common-
wealth army commanders are in
conference. Canadian, Australian
and British units from the 1st
Commonwealth Division in Korea.

Canada has never had any in-
tention of keeping its troops in
Korea indefinitely, S8ome time ago,
tentative plans were drawn up for
gradual withdrawal of the brigade
and destroyers when the situation
was considered stable.

Possibly pne or two of the three
infantry battalions and some artils
lery and armor might be with-
drawn for a start, with the rest of
the brigade to return home at a
later date, There has heep some
thought that the Commonwealth
division should be reduced by about
two-thirds to brigade strength.

Coffee Prices Drop 10 Cents In The
