Admittedly, no
matter how expert, East is, he
cannot be expected to visualize
the precise holdings of South and
his own partner, but if he could,
it would be quite a feat to dis-
card the ace and queen of diae
monds (instead of low diamonds)
early in the play. Now South
could not establish a second dia-
mond trick for himself without
surrendering the lead to West's
jack, and the contract would be-
come unmakable,
