Ahearne says that no official
approach has been made to the
British League by Streatham or
other former members.

“But there are lots of rumors
going around .

The number of players regis-
tered with the federation's various
European branches is approach-
ing the 500,000 mark with Czechs
and Russians making up half the
total, Sweden has about 50,000 re-
gistered players, but the number
of Britishdporn registered players
Is only 1,000.

Growth of the sport on the con-
tinent is causing problems for
Britain's National Hockey League,
whose five teams are largely
made up of Canadian players. A
number of Canadians are reported
to be considering switching to the
continent, where salaries range
from 35 to 40, almost double
the British figure. Continental
teams offer a number of addi-
tional inducements, including tax-
free salaries and free accommoda-
tion.

“I think the time is fast ap-
proachidg when we will have to
take firm steps to prevent the
poaching of Canadian players,”
says Ahearne, who also heads the
British Ice Hockey Association.

British teams generally obtain
their players direct from Canada,
but continental teams, who have
few contacts on the other side of
the Atlantic, prefer to raid British
teams after watching the players
