NAIROBI, Kenya, Jan. 7-—(Reut-
ers) — Tne British warship Loch
Glendhu steamed into the Kenya
port of Mombasa today for ser-
vice during the Mau Mau emer-
gency.

The 1436-ton destroyer escort,
with a crew of eight officers and
100 men, was summoned from the
Royal Navy base in Ceylon as Mau
Mau terror attacks continued in
this- East Africa colony.
