Cammencement of the Agitation

Exhibition Buildings.

Ix the Report submiited to the Legis-
lature in the late session by the Commis-
sioners for managing the Provingial Exhibi-
tion, as well as in that of Mr. Longwerth,
the Special Commissioner representing the
Government at the St. John RExhibition,
attention is called to the great want of per-
manent Exhibition Grounds and Baildiugs
in this Province, where live stock could be
properly sheltered and fed, and carriages,
sleighs, machinery and farm implements of
all kinds placed under cover. As situated
at present, we aroc dependent upon the
courtesy of the Department of Militia for
the use of the Drill 8hed in which are
shown textila fabries, butter, cheeso, vege-
tables, &e., wnile our live stock, wagons,
sleighs and agricultural machinerey re-
quiring a large amount of room, may be
found perhaps in another part of the town.
There 1s also the great ineonvenience aris-
ing from the want of proper shelter, food
and water for the cattle, as well as from
the rush consequent upon the Exhibition
being necessarily confined to one day in a
building much too small for the purpese.

Had we permanent grounds and build-
ings, there is no reason why our Exhibitien
should not remain open for at least one
week. The beauty and fertility of our
Island, the high character of our stock, and
the varied productions of our farmers are
inducements which could not fail in at-
tracting large numbers of visitors from the
rest of Canada and the United States,
where the fame of the ‘‘ Garden of the
Gulf” is by no means unknown. Another
result would doubtless be a large increase
in the number of exhibits of all classes, and
possibly a fairer and more ecareful inspec-
tion by the judges, who are now too much
hurried to give proper attention to this
important work.

Montreal, Hamiiton, Ottawa, London,
St. John, Halifax, Fredericton and Truro,
—all have their exhibition buildings and
grounds ; and the people of this Prevince,
who have everythiug to gain by as wide a
prominence as can pessibly be given to
their productions - of which we need fear
no comparison with our neighbours —shonld
certainly lose no time in providing the
accommodation. so urgently needed. Asa
speculation we believe that if a proper site
were selected, it would pay. Land can
now be purchased much cheaper than for
many years past, and lumber is low., We
should like to see immediate action taken
in this matter.

Tueee is one subject of importance
among the many others which are, from
tite to timé, brought before the readers of
the Examingr, viz : the Early History of
the Island.

A Stock Farm oif 10,000 Head.

AN organization ef Ontarie and Quebes
Steock Raisers, have secured 140,000 acres
of grazing land in the Bow River District,
at this side of the Rocky Mountains where
they intend establishing a eattle ranche.
The Company is composed ef Seunator
Coehrane, his son James A. Cochrane,
Major James Walker, and John Bl
Browning, and Prefesser McEachern. It
is calied ‘‘ Tne Cochrane Ranche Co.” and
will be managed by Major Walker. In an
interview with a Halifax Herald reporier a
few days age, Professor McKEachern, said
“The Company propose to raise and keep a
stoek farm of 10,000 k:ead of cattle ; not so
much for the present expert trade, as for
the supply of the North-West itself.
There will be a great demand frem she hun-
dreds of thousands of immigrants who will
pour into that vast country daring the next
four years. Tho cattle will be there for
them when they arrive. Besides, the Gov-
ernment now annually buy abeut 4,000
head of American eattle to fesd the Indians.
We hope to supyply that demiand in future.
We shall export our surplus stock te Kurope
in the snmmer time from York Factory, in
the Hudson’s Bay.” Sixty pure bred buils
for the Ranche arrived at Halifax en the
11th inst. They will be iwmediately for
warded to the foot of the Rockies.

The members of this eampany, besides
being noted stoek raisers, are shrewd busi
ness men. They see that at no distant day
the Pacific Railway will reach the loeality
of the Ranche. They will then have stock
of superior breed, fit for shipment to all
parts of Canada and to Europe, and with
the cheap pasturage and low rates of freight
on the Pacific Railwar, they will be enabled
to coinpete with steck raisers much nearer
the Atlantic shores.

Tre Grits sre great en the Bugar qnes
tion, and they have spent many hours
writing te prove that the pries of that
article was increased te the consumer by
the N. P. The returns of the quantity of
sugar imported into the Dominion in the
years 1878, when Mr. Cartwright was in
power, aud 1880, when Mr. Tilley had the
management of che Tariff, are hefere us.
From these returns we find that the De-
minion imported in the years 1880,
109,463,915 1bs. ; duty en do., £2 595,074. -
48 : 1880, 116,847,050 lbs. ; duty on do.,

2,026,692.04. It will be seen by the
above tablc that we imported 7,383,135
Ibs. more sngar in 1880 than we did in
1878, while we paid $508,332 44 less duty ! !
It will now be in erder for the so-called
‘ Free Trade organs” to show that we pay
more duty on sugar per pound, under the
N. P., than we did before. We leave the
conundrum with them.

Business in St. John.

Tae Sun reperts that the importsinto
St. John, “ Free, and on which duties were
paid, amount te $280.734 for March, 1580,
and £550,696 for Mareh, 1831. The aver-
age of dutyis 17 per cent. in 1880, and
scarcely 18 per cenmt. in 1881 --a percent
age very different from what the Grit pa-

unports fer the mouth were $191,811 in ex-
cess in 1881, and the goods remaining in
warehouse, only £35,012 in excess of the
quantity at the corresponding period in
1880. There is a faliing off in the luuber
exports, and an increase in the ex-
ports of fish, animals and their
produce, agricultural produee and manu-
factures. The total trade fur the
month, as per Custom Hounse returus,
was, for March, 1880, $5672,777; March,
1881, §713,311. We way remark that the
traflic at the St. John station ef the Inter-
colouial Railway last month, was the largest
ever hanldled in that month. The freight
receipts, in reund numbers, were about
$10.000 over the receipts of Mareh, 1880,
and March, 1880, had given an increase of
nearly $10,000 over March, 1879. In fact,
the incresse of Intercolonial trade has been
such at St. Jehn, that the traflic receipts at
this station have abeut deubled in two
years.”

Lstter from Mr. L H. Davies.

To the Editor of the Ezaminer.

S1k,— One would imagine that if there
ever was 2 guestion npon which the Leaders
of Public Opinien on this Island would
take the trouble to be thoroughly inforined,
the right of this Province to a share of the
Fishery Award, was that question. The
duty not only of edwcating the Publie
Opinion of the Province, but also that of
the Dominien upon it, at present lies upon
the Press. Instead of centributing yeur
influenee in this di-ection, you seemingly
prefer to try and turn the whele matter
mto ridicule and argue the question strict-
ly from a party standpoint, and with a most
sublune disregard of facts In your
editorial of Saturday you make a most un
warrantable attack upen me. Yeu state:—

“ The real culprit in this Fishery matteris
Mr. L. H. Davies, who, while Premier and
Attorney General of this Province, aceept
ed a retainer from the Dominion and
neglected to press our claim until after the
money had besn paid over to the Domin-
ion.

‘* Had our claim been presented ssparate-
ly before the Halifax Comamissien, or even
preseuted to the Briush Governwent ve-
fore the meney was paid ever, the result
might have been very different.

‘“ Bvery person knows that our chances for
an equitable distribution of the money were
weskened as soon as the amount awarded
was paid into the Dowminion Treasury.
Bines then we have had to coutend with
the powerful sectional influences of the west
and central portions of the Dominion. We
do not aecuse M. Davies of treachery in
this matter, but we do say that he sheuld
not, while Attorney Geueral of this Pro-
vince, have accepted a rstainer from the
Dominion, unless on the distimet under-
standiug that he should keep the Priuce
Bdward lsland claim separate, just as Mr.
Whiteway did in the case of Newfound-
land.”

Your statements of fact in this extract
are all untrue, and the conclusions you
draw exhibit an intense ignerance whicl,
on such a vitally important question, is
simply unpardenable. It was not when I
was ‘' Premier ard Atteruey General of
this Province that 1 aceepted a retainer
from tha Deminion.” 1 was retained as
one of the Counsel for Great Britain in
October, 1875, and had assisted in cowm-
piling and finally settling the DBritish case
long hefore I became Attorney General.
The Halifax Commission sat pursuant to
the 22ad section of the Washingten Treaty
to determine the ‘‘ ameunt ef compensation
to be paid by tae Government of the
United States te the Governmant of Her
Brittannic Majesty, in return for the priv-
ileges accuru‘exf to the eitizens of the United
States under article 18 of the Treaty,” and
the szme section provided that any sum
awarded shouid be paid *‘in a gross sum ”
within tweive months.

The 33rd Article of the Treaty extended
its provisions to Newfeundland so far as
they were applicable. The only parties
then to the arbitration were Great Britain
on the ope side, an . the United States on
the other. The former was repressnted by
a' duly aecredited agent, ¥r. F. C. Ford,
of the Foreign Office, who officialiy named
and appointed the DBritish counsel. If any
of these counsel had been possessed of the
wisdem of the writer of your article, and
had attempted to ‘‘ present the claims of
this Island separately before the Halifax
Commission,” he would not enly have made
himself a laughing stock, but would have
been immediately dismissed as untit for his
position.

In presenting her *“ case” to the arbitra-
tors, Great Britain divided it iuto two
parts :

Part L related te the Dominion.

Part Il te Newfeundland. There was
nothing at all in eorumon between the two
claims, and it had been fully arranged be-
tween Great Britain and Newfoundland
when the Logislature of that Province

the legislation necessary to give
offect to the Treaty of Washington, that
Great Britain would previde for the ap-
q‘ortionmont of any award made under the
reaty, as between Newfoundiand aud the
Dominien. Sir William Whiteway, there-
fore, who represented Newfoundland, did
not ‘“ keep the elaim of that Colony sepa-
rate.” The British agent presented the
‘* case” for Great Britain as a whele, and
made his claim for an award as a whole,
and not so much for the Dominion and so
much for Newfoundland. The a.ard was
made for one eutire sum, as ‘‘ payable by
the United States to Great Britain,” and
then the British agent, purauant te his in-
atruetions, apportivned the amount be-
tween Newfoundland and the Dominion.
You go on to hint that a claim should have
been niade on the British Government be-
fore the meney was paid over. This you
must Know wonld not have been the proper
way te preceed, and if you did not know
before, surely the answer lately published
—as given by the Secretary for the Col-
enies, Earl Kimberley, to the memorial of
both branches of our Local Legislature -
sheuld convince you. The fact is, the
remedy and only hope of eur Province in
this matter lie in an appeal to the Domin-
ion Nouse of Commons, and yet, strange to
say, that is the only quarter where we have
never formally presented our demand and
asked for justice.

What does this mean ! Simply this, that
the whole question isto be tied up, till

after the next general eleetion.

Sir Jolu's answer to any wmotion that
may be brought forward in the House of
Commons after the foolish resolution of the
local Government is attempted to be carried
out, will be—Oh! you have elected to
appeal toths Courts of law, and you must
now abide by your election! Now, I de
net say that in no ease should our claim be
earried iuto the Law Courts, but I most
certainly say, it should only be o0 carried
as a last resert. There are equities in our
claime which the Houss of Comwons eould
recugnize, and the Law Courts could not,
and there are technicalities against us which
would bind the Law Courts, and uot be
listened to in the Commens. Therefore 1
say it is treason to carry the ease iuto the
Law Courts, before testing fairly the opi-
nivn of the Cemmons. Why has not this
been done! What is the reason that our
representatives have never moved a resolu-
tion in the Deminion House of Commons
affirming the righis of this Island toa shaie
of the Fishery Award ! At the tiwe of the
last local election, it was nrged as a streng
argament that the Government [ then led
sheuld be put out, and ene eleeted in poli-
tieal syw pathy with Sir Jehn, so as to
strengthen the Island’s claim. It was said
that no represensation made by any Gov-
ernment led by me would have weight with
the Dominion Gevernment as then consti-
tuted. Such an argnment was certainly a
very poor compliment to Sir John, and his
colleagues, who it might reasonably be
supposed wonld do right tor its own sake,
and irrespective of the persons whe
asked it. But is succeeded. What is
the result! We are represented in
the Cabinet by Nr. Pepe, the Minister
of Marine, and the Cabinet decide against
our claim. We are represented in the
House of Coumons by six members, five of
whom are as docile and obedient followers
as Sir John himseif could desive. They all
londly maintained, when slected, that cur
claim was a good ene ; they still with bated
breath say their opinions are unchanged ;
and yet not one ef them has had the courage
of his epinions sufliciently to wove a reso-
lution asking the House to affirm its belief
i our nights. No one thinks of abusing
Sir Jehin, or Sir Charles, or Sir Leonard,
because they do not see eye to eye with
the people of this Island on this fairly
debatable question. But we do blame and
condemn, and will eoutinue io blame and
condemn, these whe, representing us in
Parliaivent, proclaim that they believe in
our rights, and yet won't submit the matter
for she decision of the House. It has been
said that Mr. Mackenzie repudiated the
Island elaim. [ should like to knew whea
or where ! The matter has never been sub-
mitted to him for his vote, as a mewber of
the House. Perhaps the arguwents on the
part of the Island way not convince him.
Why we should determine that his vote
would necessarily be againet nus, I don’t
know., The same may be said of Mr.
Blake, Mr. Cartwright, Mr. Anglin, and
Others. They have not yet had the matter
fairly placed before them for decision, and
therefore it is folly to say that the Opposi-
tion have already decided against us. The
adverse vote of the House on the resolution,
in favor of sppropriating the Award
tor the benefit of the Maritime Provinces
generally, moved by Mr. Ritclie, of
Halifax, does not by any means imply that
sur claim will be also decided upon ad-
versely. The grounds upon which we
claim a share of the money, are entirely
different frow these on which Mr. Ritchie’s
resolution was based, and we have no
reason to doubt that the claim which seews
50 good to us on the Island, will yet recom-
mwend itself to a majority of the Commens.
