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OTTAWA (CP)—Canada in the
next 15 years must double its
present stock of 4,000,000 houses,
Stewart Bates, president of Cen-
tral Mortgage and Housing Corp-
oration' said Thursday.

“There are 6,000,000 Canadian
children at school today,” he told
the final meeting this session of
the Senate finance committee.
“They will require more than
3,000,000 homes. It is as simple
as that.”

Describing the need for homes
as Canada’s major problem, the
head of the federal housing age
said there must be an increase
in the present annual rate of
home construction.

An estimated 150,000 homes
would be started in - Canada
in 1958. This rate would have to
be increased if Canada was to
meet the needs of future families,
clear slum areas and replace old
housing. 4T

MANY HOMES SHABBY

About 1,200,000 houses had been
built in Canada since the end of
the Second World War. However,
many Canadians still lived - nder
deplorable conditions.

An immense proportion of Ca-

nadian homsmg was substandard.

Canada Should Double lis
Dwellings In Next 15 Years

Of the 4,000,000 homes in the coun-
try, some 1,000,000 were more
than 50 years old and 500,000 were
in need of major repair.

Mr. Bates said- facilities exist
under the National Housing Act
to remove slum areas.
