Puncec, who gave nis team its
only victory, a four-set decision
over Bromwich last Thursday, had
been scheduled to oppose Quist
but he asked to be relieved and,
since the interzone tie had been
decided, Harry Hopman, the
Australian captain, agreed to the
last-minute substitution.

The Yugo-Slavian ace told Hop-
man he felt “too tired” to play,
but later said his decision to with-
draw was based on his desire to
protect his grass court record.
While putting his forces into the
challenge round for the 14th time
in Davis Cup history, Bromwich
was called upon to do little more
than stand behind the baselines
and keep the ball in play until
Mitic erred.
