LONDON (CP) — The pound
will not be devalued, authorita-
tive financial quarters said here
Monday.

Rumors about possible devalu-
ation have been flying about
Europe since the partial devalu-
ation of the French franc Aug.

| 10. This upset world markets but |

financial quarters here said it
has ‘“no bearing on the position
of sterling.” |
The pound grew stronger |
against the dollar Monday after |
suffering last week as interna-
tional speculators, who prufiled|
on the fall of the franc, wagered |
that the German mark would go
p.
But speculators who sold |
pounds last week were buying
them back Monday at a loss. The

| pound rose in relation to almost

every other Western currency.

The German gamble rises from ‘
the fact that the mark has be- |
come too low in relation to cur-
rency in other countries. Specu-
lators figure the mark has to go |
up and they were using pounds
to buy marks, thus adding to
speculation in London. |

But Monday, with last week’s
buying flurry ended, financial
sources said there is ‘‘no danger”
of any change in the value of the
pound.

The pound last was devalued
by the labor government in Sep-
tember 1949.

You gre South, both sides vul-
nerable, and have a part score of
90. Your right-hand opponent
opens the bidding as dealer with
Three Hearts. What do you bid
with the following hand?
SKQIST 9-— @KQ98 HAQIS

This question, among others,
was poscd in a recent issue of
the Bridge World magazine. It
was answered by 53 of the top
experts in the country.

As'usual, and in keeping with
their stature as experts, a variety
of reasons were advanced to
back up their respective opinions.

‘The panel voted: 39 for four
hearts; 13 for double; 1 for three
spades. Some of the comments
made were as follows:

DICK FREY: Four hearts. The
part-score doesn't change the pre-
emptive character of East's bid.
Nothing less than the cue bid will
do justice to this hand. Even so,
it will be difficult to reach a
slam if one can be made. What
if North has a complete bust?
I'll answer that one if you'll tell
me what you would bid if East's
cpening were four hearts instead
of three.

LEE HAZEN: Even mice
should bid four hearts on this one.

EDGAR KAPLAN: Four hearts
is quite an overbid and will fair-
ly often result in losing the
game, but this hand is so slam-

it seems to me., At least you will
always play in your best trump
suit,

TED, LIGHTNER: Double. My
doubles of preemptive three-bids
are not optional; they strongly
request partner to bid.

DON OAKIE: Four hearts. All |
experienced rubber bridge play-
ers know that you can't afford to
be consistently optimistic or pes- |
simistic. On some hands it pays
to drag your feet until partner
shows up with some real stuff,
and on other hands your best
chance is to take the bull by the
horns and stake everything om
percentages. With this hand, I am
well aware that we can go for
upward of 1,300 points as a re-
sult of my action, but I also know
that a fairly equal division of
cards between West and North
can give us any number of pos-
sible games or slams.

BILL ROSEN: Double - the
standard takeout variety. What's
the problem? Anyone who would
rather Bid three spades and pere
haps run into five to the A-10
in West's hand deserves to get &
minus on this type of hand. Be-
sides, your partner may be able
to beat the opponents to death
in hearts.
