PROTECTION FOR COMMERCH IN OHINA.

Whatever may have been the justice or
morality of the English war w China,
it resulted in comparative benefit to both
nations; and the only mistake was, that
it did not connnuu, until those ignorant
and besotted people had been made more
fully satisfied of their own weakness, and
the consequent folly of assuming to be
superior to all the rest of the world.
China should be more thoroughly Eu-
ropeanized. The people do not want

for civilization in their way, but they re- '_

quirea more practical form o{governmem
and as before remarked, less restricted
intercourse with the world. Until these
desirable ends can be brought about, it ;)
would seem to be the interest, indeed the
duty, of all commercial nations to urge
upon them, in such manner as will prove
effectual, the necessity of a more en-
lightened policy.

The existing treaties of the United
States and France with China are imper-
fect and though they are based upon the
one with England, and are quite as ad-
vantageous as could have been expected
under the circumstances in which they
