Sir John Thompson—The proposition
made by Canada that the status quo should
be adhered to has been accepted by New-
foundland. There will be further commu-
nication on the matter.

Mr. Davies—Have any steps been taken
in regard to the union of both countries ?

Sir John Thompson—Nou recent steps.

Mr. Davies—Has anything been done in
regard to the bill from the Province of P.
E. lsland which the Lieut..Governor re-
fused to assent to ?

Sir John Thompson—I was in receipt of
information from the Lieut.-Giuvernor that
he would desire to tranamit his reasons
which made him refuse giving assent to the
bill, and 1 replied that it was desirable
that he should do so. To-day I received a
communication in regard to the matter,
and I will inform the hon. gentleman con-
cerning the policy of the Government in
the matter early next week.

The House then went into committee on
the criminal law bill.
