I am convinced that a linking
up of potato Interests in all iis
classifications in the Maritimes and
in Central Canada, even on the
basis of informal discussions and
voluntary agreements, would he!p
materfally in clarifying the Oan-
adian marketing problem, The
market in the United States is def-
initely bad at present, and with
potato production estimates above
the previous year's finals the out-
look lacks encouragement. Here
again, the situation is confused,
and some time will elapse before
the  outlook may become more
clearly defined. A

‘The general picture, however, as
far as field crops are concerned, is
very favourable ‘and ' should, with
present market levels on livestock
and livestock products, develop a
keener interest in a substantial and
effective livestcck and farm pro-
gramme,

Dairyimg

The dairy Industry is making sat-
isfactory progress. Butter produc-
tion to date is about 1% above that
of the previous year and with im-
proved fall pastures there should
be still further increase over the
previous year's reccrd. Cheese is
down somewhat under the 1943
level. There has been a steady ad-
vance in butter prices and the de-
mand is in a healthy condition
Improvements have been made in
the handling of butter and dairy
products during the year.

New machinery has been estah-
lished in some centers and one
pound prints have been placed on
the market. These prints have met
with a satistactory respcnse from
the consuming trade. An attempt
has also been made in improving
marketing  practices, expanding
centralized control, and in elimin-
ating destructive competition. A
new and attractive wrapper for ail
1sland butter has been devised and
has been well received.

Considerable quantities of but-
ter have been purchased by the
Federal Dairy Products Board, but
there are lesser quantities cf this
in storage than during the prev-
jous year. A svlendid cold storage
has been established at Charlotte-
town " for butter and cheese. In
general there has been a closer
cocrdination of effort between the
various creamery concerns _ani
conferences are constantly beinz
hLeld. and a resulting programme is
graduallv expanding with the ob-
ject of develoning a more attract-
ive high quality preduct .for the
consuming trade. greater publicity
cn the merit of Prince Edward Ts-
lend dairy products, and a m-ore
effective system of storage, dls-
tribution, and marketing.

Prices for butter, of course, have
not been as high as in the previous
year but the demard and interest
in the product is neverthe'ess fav-
ourable. Cheese producticn has been
maintained at a reascnably ‘satis-
factory degree through the keen
demand for our product. The con-
trol of Canadian cheese for the
export trade has left 1 favcurable
field in the Maritimes and New-
foundland for the Island wnroduct

As a matter of fact in the last
vear or two quantities of our cheese
have been purchased in the Up-
per Canadian markets, Island cheese
has a reputation for aquality and
flavour ard an expanding Interest
has been In evidence. Prices have
been  outstandingly  favcurable.
Cheese production in the Prov-
ince has been marketed efficiently
through a Cheese Board.

1t is pleasing to nete that in the
grading of butter and cheese un-
til the end of August the Province
of Prince Edward Island stands
Nrst in the Maritimes. Our qual-
ity s also high In ecmparison with
Canadian standards. Approximate-
ly 95 per cent of our butter and
90 per cent of our cheese is now
being graded.

Cattle

The trade in dairy cattle has
Been particularly keen and it is
surprising, In view of the large
exodus of good cattle leaving the
Province, that our dairy produc-
tion levels have been so well main-
tained, Good prices for dalry stock,
however, provide a fine stimulus
to Improved breeding, feeding and
maintenance practices. Not only
has the price of dairy cattle pre-
vailed at a high level but the un-
usual price for beef animals has
been cne of the bright spots in
farm ggvenues for the year.

ities that should be to the best
interests cf all concerned. This is
something that can be done if the
whole situation is stripped of pre-

Marketing Boards on potatoes
and on poultry prcducts have ail-
ready been - established and it is
inevitable that further expansion
in other fields will also take place
in due course, It is desirable that
In this evolutionary process due

present to slip over to beef pro-
duction, Producers should use sound
judgment in this respect. After all,
there is less variation over a num-
ber of years in dairy market leve!s
than in meat prices, Dairying has
always prcvided a stable and safe
basis in farm economy.

The whole livestock picture fs
exceedingly encouraging and should
merit an expanded and well devised
programme based upon improved
soll conditions and crop prcduc-
tion. Ome of the outstanding feat-
ures of O'd Country ugriculture fis
he remarkable interest and re-
search concentrated on soils, crops
and livestcck. In this commection
the first interest Is soil health; the
second, the production of field
crops at low cost; and the third.
livestock itself, I feel that there
is a tremendous field for explor-
ation, research, and develcpment
in these three divisions in this
Province in the order named.

Hogs

Hog production has been main-
tained on its usual level of excell-
ence. The reputation of Prince Ed-
ward Island breeding stock has
brightened and large numbers cf
our animals have gone out to Un-
ited States and Canadian points
where previous shipments have
demonstrated the merit of Island
hogs, Production has been well
maintained, and over 20,000 more
hegs have gone to market this
year to August 30th than in the
similar period last year.

With the substantial crop of
grains this season there should
be a further expansion in the in-
dustry. Prices have not been as
high as in 1949 Yut the keen dom-
estic market has maintained the
level much better than contract
prices, A substantial Provinclal ex:
hibit, ‘chiefly in commercial hog¥
fs ncw being arranged for - the
“Royal” at Toronto.

!
Sheep

One of the new departures In
sheep raising is inyolved iIn the
importation of a number of breed-
ing ewes of the North Cheviot
breed. These sheep have been
tested cut for crossing’' purvoses
in both the Old Country and Can-
ada and have proven satisfactory
The ewes will be placed In the
hands of a number of farmers who
placed orders and will be carried
on as the basis of flock expansions
under proper directicn, The - Pro-
vincial Department of Agriculture
and the P.E.I. Sheep Breeders’ As-
sociation have subsidized the im-
portation, It s felt that the infus-
jon of this blood under proper sun-
ervision with ceir Island bred flccks
will create a very beneficia]l infl?-
ence on the production and quality
of market dambs.

Lamb prices have been remun-
erative and wool has also prevail-
ed at an abruptly: increased price.
There has been considerable in-
terest evidenced in flock establish-
ment brought about to some ex-
tent by improved market condi-
tions.

Poultry

Fewer day old chicks were dis-
tributed from our hatcheries dur-
ing the past season but the pou!-
try industry is nevertheless in a
flourishing conditicn, One /£ the
remarkable features incidental to
the industry has been the gradual
improvement and strengthening in
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c ideration be given to those
cicsely connected in both produc-
tion and marketing processes, and
that a development which may
mean greater revenue to our Prov-
ince and greater prosperity for all
classes of our citizens should be
furthered.

While prices cn most of our
primary products have been at
substantial levels during the year
now drawing to its close, it must
not be assumed that the farm
people are making any extraordin-
ary profits, Costs have increased at
a tremendous rate, There have been
additional freight rates, very abrupt
increases in farm machinery, fert-
ilizers, feed grains, and in the
things the farmer has to buy. These
costs back c¢f the front window of
marketing must be considered not
only by the producer himself but
by the consumer who may occas-
ionally grumble at the amounts he
has to pay for focd stuffs. The
price of foods -has not advanced
as rapidly as the prices which the
consumer is paying for many other
commodities.

If the farm producer dces not
receive sufficlent to keep him in
reasonable comfort and enjoy some
modern conveniences there will be
undoubtedly a migration from the
farms to cther industries where
labour receives a more adequale
compensation for its efforts, and
thus the Province loses its best
citizens who_otherwise would con-
