It is well sometimes to know what our
neighbors think of us.  "The Quebee Morn-
ing Chronicle ol the 11th inst., contains the
ilowing well-written article which we
reprodece for the nmusement and edifica-
tion of ourrenders :—

*In Prince Edwapd Island, Mr. Coles,
the leader of the new Liberal Government,
hias been re-clected o the House of As-
sembly by an overwhelming majority, his
opponent, the representative of the tenant
league interest. baving only polled the
ridiculously small number ol twenty-five
votes.  We regret *o notice that Mr. \Whe-
lan, one of the few staunch iriends of
Conlederation, has lost his election.  Hav-
ing been appointed Queen’s Printer under
the new Government, he had to go to his
constituents, and the result is that he has
becn defeated.  The majority against him
wis not large, but sueh as it was, no doubt
it was owing to the intolerance ol Conied-
eration sentiunents that still prevail among
the clectors,  Nevertheless, there isa like-
iihood of the prospects improving belore
long, Cousidering the decision with which
the Islanders have recently rejected even
the discussion of the wost tempting offers,
which were not exactly made but talked
about. it may be thought their sudden
conversion is searcely to be looked for. |y
is certainly not in the pature ol communi-
ties to change their views all at once on
political questions, even trom consideri-
tions which are quite irvesistible in the
case ol individuws,  The temper ol the
Isianders thus Lo has been to regand the
oller of the greatest advantages only in
the light of w bribe to be indignantly re-

wis something else than the public adyan-
tige,  dad the attempt been o subjeet
Lthem to o foreign tyranny they could not
hivve assumed w more loity tone in scorn-
ing the offer of any material benelits as an
inducement to subwmission, It wiil not be
long velore they will come to their senses
S0 as o perccive that a union on equal
terms, and tor common advantage, with
the neighboring communities of British
subjeets, involves no sacrifice ot dignity in
patiiotic lecling.  When they lewn by
tarther experience that they cannot arvive
at asettlement ot their long-standing land
difliculty without the frividly assistance of
their neighbors, they wiil see clearly
cnough that the proposcd union is highly
desivable tor their own sakes,  Thero s
reason to believe that the pecuniary pres-
sure of this diflicalty wul ere long be

‘The loss of the present opportunity wonlid
only cause the deepest regret to them
hereafter. A vear hence it will be a mat-
ter of indificvence to their netghbors when
they chtiose to join them. Itis not of very

oreag importance now ; but by the Prince
Sd®ard Islunders there are advantages to

he gained at the present moment which
they cannot look for afterwards.  Whereas
we are in the humor to make reasonable
coneessions now to bring the Tsland into
the Confederation, at a later day it may
be found that adinission can only be gnin-
od by concessions beind made on the
other side.

Mr. Bell—It was just and proper to en-
couraze those benevoleat Schools for edu«
cating the poor, by the small appropria-
tions in the Resolution.
Hon. Leader of the Government—The
School in question was one of those poor
Schools, conducted on the very same prin-
ciples as that known as the Bozx School,
Hon. Leader of the Opposition was op-
posed to Sectarian Schools being subsidized
by the State.  The Bog School was trught
by a Protesiant Lady, under the snpervi-
sion of the Chureh of England, but it was
open to the elnldren of all denominations ;
and it St. Ann’s School were conducted on
the same liberal principle, and yoet not ex-
