SPRAGUE CLEGHORN

All-Time Hockey Great
Passes In 66th Year

MONTREAL (CP) — Sprague
Cleghorn, who rose to hockey
greatness in the rough-tough roar-
ing 20s and before, died in hos-
pital Thursday from injuries suf-
fered when he was hit by a car
June 27. He was 66.

An all - time battling defence
star who also was a menace on
offence, Cleghorn helped the - Ot
tawa Senators win the Stanley
Cup in the years 1919-20 and 1920-
21.

Legends grew about Sprague
and his hockey - playing brother
Odie, who survives him. Odie, in-

terviewed Thursday night, said
quietly: .
“He was my brother, and I

don't like to boast, but I never
saw a tougher or better defence-
man than Sprague.”

Sprague died at St. Luke's Hos-
ptial, where he was taken after
being struck down two weeks ago
whil on his way to his job with a
steamship firm.

TEAMED TOGETHER

Sprague and Odie, who teamed
together for years, both broke in-
top rofessional hockey with Ren-
frew Millionaires in 1910, and
Sprague played nearly 20 years—
with the National Hockey League
Wanderers, Ottawa, Montreal
Canadiens and Boston Bruins. He
also did a hitch with Toronto St.
Pats.

It was the game.of hockey that
Sprague, a 60-minute man, loved
—not the money—and he was
never more happy than when the
game showed spirit aplenty.

In Ottawa Thursday night, T. P.
(Tommy) Gorman recalled that
the old Ottawa Senators picked up
Sprague for the price of a Mont-
real-Ottawa railway ticket.

“Sprague broke his ankle in

Tempers flared and Newsy hit
Odie, ' knocking him cold.Sprague
hurtled across the pink and en-
fued Newsy in a gory battle, end-
ng with Sprague unconscious.

“The crowd thought he was
dead,” Odie recalled Thursday
night, but he was fine in a little
while. ‘“they were both arrested
but we hired a good lawyer and
got them off.”

“Sprague thought Newsy was
hurting me,” Odie chuckled. In
those days Sprague weighed 170
pounds to Odie’s 160.

Said Newsy Thursday night; “I
played both with and against
Sprague. I don’t know of a more
sincere and tough competitor. We
had our little tiffs on the-ice like
all hockey players, but we soon
got over them.”

Among those paying tribute to
Sprague Thursday night were La-
londe, Ernie Russell, Fred Corc-
oran and Frank Selke, who now is

managing-director of Canadiens.
