Law to prevent Nuisances.
Assented to Tth Feb. 1856 ]

Bo it enacted by the City Council of the City
of Charlottetown :

Soo. 1 All porsons who being on any square,
strect, lane, thoroughfare or on any sidewalk,
shall uso openly, any profane, obscene, lowd
or lascivious language, or bel’l'nviunr, or shall be

Sec. 3 Any person who being on any strect,
squ

quare, lane, sidewalk, or on any whatf, shall
openly  ciallenge. any person to fight, or shall
uso abusive or provoking langange, so as to

disturb any person or persons in their shops,
stores, or houses, or proceeding on their law-
ful business, may bo forthwith taken into,
custody by any of "the City authorities, by day |
or by night, and be subject to a fine of not less
than five shillings, nor more than twenty
shillings.

Any person guilty of throwing or
sweeping dirt or depositing rubbish, dead
auimals or nuisance of any kind on the streets
or squares, or on any part of the heach or shore
or wharfs, or causing or permitting any offen-
sive matter to run from any manufactory,
hter-house, butcher’s shop, dunghill or
into any street or square, shall be liable
to a fine, not more than forty shillings for each
and every such offence.

See. 5 Any persons placing any cart, sled,
sleigh. or other unyukc\r vohicle, or other ob-
struction of any kind on any of the sidewalks,
streets or squares of the City, and who refuses
or neglect to remove the samewlhen requested so
to do by any of tho City anthorities, shall there-
by subject themselves to pay a fine not exceed-
ing ten shillings for each and every offonce, and
said articles of obstruction, may be scized by
any of the City authoritics, umfvplnccd in the
City pound, or such other place as may be
directed by the Mayor, and if said articles of
obstraction shall not be owned or claimed,
before the expiration of three days, then it
shall be lawful for the City Marshal, after three
days’ notice to sell the same by public auction,
under an order from the Mayor, such sale to be
announced by a City crier, and to_take place
between the hours of ten o‘clock, a.m. and
two otclock, p.m. and the proceeds arisin,
therefrom, shall become part of the City funds.

Sec. 6 Every person guiity of riding, dri-

g, or permitting any horse or beast of
burden with or without a vehicle, to stand on
any of the sidewalks, or who shall fasten any
borse or beast of burden across any sidewalk,
shall render themselves liable to a fine not
e g ten shillings.

Every person who causes any tree or
timber, or any other unwicldly matter or thing
to be drawn on any of the streets or squares,

to pay for any damage which may acerue
therefiom. And no person shall be permitted
o draw any tree, timber or other unwildly
matter or thing, upon any of the strects or
squares, to the injury of said streets or squares,
under a pevalty of forty shilings in addition
to the eost of repairing such damage.

See. No person shall in future be per-
mitted to move any house or building, on any
of the strects or squares, without first having

ned . license from the Mayor so to do,
under a penalty of five pounds, nor shall any
house or building so being moved stand on any
street or square, during the night, without
good and sufficient light therefrom, {o prevent
it and the machinery wherewith it is being
moved, becoming dangerous to passengers.
And any person so moving any houso or buil
ing, shall be subject to repair all openings
which may be made in the streets or squares,
for adjusting the machinery whereby it is
moved forthwith, under a penalty of not over
forty shillings for each and_every opening in
addition to the cost of repairing such openings.

Sec. 9 No openings in the streets or side-
walks for the purpose of laying down gas-pipes,
making sewers or drains, or for any other
purpose shall be permitted to remain open at
night, without being properly fenced or guard-
ed and lighted after sunset, to prevent their
becoming o nuisance or obstruction to_ pssen-
gers, and every person hereafter who shall
attempt to leave any sush openings, unguarded
it igitted, ohinil iba ‘subjeet to.

named animals ; and in the event of no owner
being found for any of said animals, then the
police to place said animals in one of the City
Pounds.

No person shall drive any eattle on
the streets or squares at a furious rate nor
shall any person conduct any more than one
horse ata time on any of the streets, squares
or thoroughfares, unless thejsaid horses be con-
veyed with proper halters or reins &0 as to be
completely under the command and control of
their conductor, whereby to prevent their be-
coming a nuisance or injurious to passengers
and any person who shall be guilty of driving
cattle or horses in the manner herein provided
against shall render themselves liablo to a fino
not exceeding ten shillings for each and every
offence beside the amount of damage which
may acerue therefrom to partics.

Sec. 14. No person shall fire or discharge
any firc-arms (except in the discharge of some
military duty sanctioned by wuthority) or set
offany cracker, squib or any fireworks within
the City under a penalty of not more than ten
shillings for cach and every offence, and if such
offender be a minor, apprentice, or servant, the
parent, guardian or master of such offonder
shall be liable for the payment of the said pe-
nalty or at the option of the Mayor, the offender
or offenders to be committed to jail for not
more than forty-eight hours.

Sec. 15. If any person shall ring any hell
within the City, oxcept sleigh or house hells or
for religious purposes. or for public rejoicings
or in case of fire without having first héen duly
licensed therefor by the Mayor, Le, she or they
shall bs liable to o penalty not exceeding forty
shillings for each and every offence or be im-
prisoned not more than twenty days.

Sec. 10.  Every person who places or leaves
auy furniture,goods, wares, merchandize casks,
boxes or other obstruction of any kind on any
of the streets or sidewalks except for a reason-
able time in cases where goods are received of
being shipped, shall render themselves linble to
a penalty not exceeding ten shillings for cach
and every offence.

17, Every peraon who places, hangs u
or otherwise exposes to sale any goods, wares,
merchandize, matter or anything whatsoever so

Law Relating to Auctionecrs.
[Assenled to February 7, 1856)

Bo it enacted by the City Council of tho City
of Charlottetown’:

See. That licenses for selling by auction
in the City shall bo granted by the City Council
and shall b made out and issued by the Mayor
upon payment to the City Treasury of a dut;
of Ten Pounds, and every such liconse shall
continue in force for one year.

Sec. 2 If any person shall act as an auc-
tioneer within the City without being thereto
licensed as aforesaid he shall for every offence
forfeit & sum not exceeding Ten Pounds: But
nothing herein contained shall extend to Sherifs
or other officers selling under process of law or
by the decreo or direction of any Court.
