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Soon after his arrival, a con-
sultative committee on Doukhobor
affairs was appointed by the pro-
vincial government. Its problem
was to find out what the Douk-
hobors wanted, especially the
radicals,
« There are ‘‘independent” Douk-
hobors who follow the Canadian
way of life, and have nothing to
do with communal living. There
are also the Orthodox, a peace-
ful group, obedient to Canadian
laws. They call themselves, the
Spiritual Community of Christ.
“Representatives of both these
groups told the eommittee they
wanted only peace, the right to
own property and the right to

yote. .
