farmers in the value of their lands far «x
ceeded that increase. Ho admitted that
Free Trade was an impoesibility in this
country for many years to come.  ll2 de-
nounced the Canadian Tariff in the name
of the thousands it has impov-
erished and sneered at all the

proposed reiorms of the N. P. as impos-
sible so long as its vicious u:de:lying
principle remaived untouched. He
ridiculed the idea that Annexation would
be the oytcome of Unrestricted Reciproeity
and affirmed that England had, years ago,
conceded Canada’s right to discriminate
sgsinst the manufacturers of the mother
land in favor of those of another couatry.

As Hon. Mr. Foster rose to roply he was
greeted with loud cheers and the vscant
seats in the House filled up as if by magic.
He said that neither the cogency nor the
novelty of the Opposition arguments cilled
for l:ngthy reply, and dealing with Mr.
Laurier’s speech showed it to be an apology
for the doctrine of Unrestricted Reciprocity,
on which he had met repeated defeats at
the polls in the past and would meet defeats
in future, In eloqueut language the
Finance Minister expused Me. Laurier’s
ignorance of the two great causes, “‘land hun-
ger’ and * employment hunger’, that had caus-
ed the excdus—-causes which were being min-
