OTTAWA, (CP)—The post of-
fice Friday issued a new postal
tates schedule effective April 1.

The letter rate will go up one
cent to five cents beginning that
date.

Bottle Message
From PEI  Seaman
Read In Ireland

PICTOU, NS, March 22 — On
July 5, 1968, Boatswain Earl Lard
of the Government Hydrographic
Survey vessel ‘“Acadia” which is
wintering at this port dropped a
bottle overboard off the coast of
Newfoundland containing a mes-
sage with the request to the find-
er to notify him, giving his home
address of Victoria, P.EI. Last
week Mr. Lord received a letter
from Joe Humber, The Quay, Ball-
ina, County Mayo, Ireland, dated
February 13, stating he had picked
up the bottle a few days before.

Mr. Humber also enclosed a clip-
ping from his local newspaper,
which said in part: “While walk-
ing on the strand at Bartra Is-
land on Tuesday Mr. Joe Humber,
The Quay, Balllna, came across &

bottle lying on the sand near the
old wreck. On opening it he dis
covered a note dated 5th July,
1953. The letter, parts of which are
‘almost faded away, recads: ‘At sea
off Cape St. Francis, Newfound-
land, on board the C.G.S. Acadla
...(the following two words look
like Geographic Survey). To whom
it may concern. Anyone finding
this bottle with note, will they
please answer to my home address
and send the note back, too, and
oblige?’ The bottle, according to
the finder, had only recently been
washed ashore.”

In this letter Mr. Humber said
he would return the original note
to Mr. Lord after he had heard
from him in order to be sure that
he had the correct address. The
bottle had been evidently float-
ing about the North Atlantic for
seven months before drifting a-
shore on the coast of County
Mayo.
