The block at the end of the Break-
water which was placed in position on
Friday night by Mr. Smuh, has received
very little damage, as far as can be ascer-
tained this morning. It was oaly partially
ballasted. When this block is com-
pleted the barbor of Scuris will te second
to none on the Island as a harbor of refuge,
and although Souris is cherged with re-
ceiving €0 much mouey from the public
che:t for the construction and repair of
this work, it i3 ve y evident that Souris
alone does not receive the benefic of the
breakwater, but ail who are engaged in the
fishing business whether Ainerican or
Canadian, a3 it is io close proxmity to the
fishing grounds and safe to approach at all
times and in all kinds of weather.
