First; there
was a slight flickering of one
eyelid, then feeble breath and lo
and behold the “dead” man's heart
began to beat again.

At this point the dissecting
knives were laid aside and the
barber surgeons worked over the
body for some time. Finally the
man began to breath evenly and
it became obvious that the hang-
man had been cheated. The dead
man was alive.

The palor gradually went out of

his face as the blood began cours-
ing through his veins, and, at
length, his eyes opened!
What a situation for the criminal
and the barbers! The criminal in
that second when his brain began
to function normally no doubt had
a flash back of the gallows, the
shouting, angry mob.

It is sometimes claimed that the
