#0 adwirably made by Professor Caven. Indeed, |
we anticipated that the lecture would be enter- |
tainiog and inst ructive, but few were prepared to!
hear such a lecture as was delivered by that gen- |
tismen. We will proceed to give the outlines of
Professor Caven's lecture, which we hope may |
prove to be the first only of many more Our|
readers, howeser, will bear in mind that we can |
give them but a very inadequate idea of the]
addrees from memory. The subjects treated by
the Professor were principaily: The great in
fluence exercied by music over the passions and
tne feelings—its ewployment in giving expression |
to these,—The great masters who have cultivated
the art — their writings —~The German -nd!‘
Italian School-—charaeteristics of both.—Sacred |
music—Oratorios.—Great spread of the cultiva- |
tion of music.—Choral Societies—their number |
in Britain, and other interesting and instructive |
statisties of the art. Time or space will not per
wit a detailed review of the lecture, but the
Professor entered, with the proficiency of the
true connaisseur, into the chbaracleristics of each
of the compoecrs named. Professor Caven took
up very zealously the accusation sometimes
brought against German composers, calling their
music deficient in melody. The Italians are
koown to excel in melvay, heace Rossini’s re-
puted witticism in inviting a friend to dinner
who bad prased some person’s music that he, |
Rossini, cons dered void of welody, and helping |
that friend to sauce without fish, saying that|
“ Sauce without fish onght to euffice a man who|
was satisfied with music without melody.” We
entirely agree with the Professor in his statement,
that it is unjust to say that German compositions
are deficient in melody. He gave the names of
several works. which are but a few amongst the
many, giviog 1at contradiction to such an assser
tion. It is because the German school of music
is so replete with delicious barmeny that the
welody in a Cerman eomposition may appear a
loconxury thoaght at first, but it is soen detected
by an artisti- ~ar, and is only for a few bare,

rhaps, lost sight of, just as a ray of golden nun-"
mht may dsappear, momentarily, behind a
feathery, silier cloud, to re-appear clothed in|
greater glory. It has beensaid by Mr. J. W. |
Davison (hutband te the celebiated piauiste|
Madame Arabella Goddard) that we should |
rather compare Mendelssohn’s * Sungs without |
words ” to flowers, than gems, for ** The breath
of God expands the rose into bloom, but the cut
and polished diamond is the handiwork of His
creatures.”

In al-
luding to the fact that two of our greatest
musicians we e not o friendly terms, he refrain-
ed trom falling into an error, which nine lecturers
out of ten would have fullen iuto while on such a
delicate ground, that is : for the sake of affording
an audience he womentary gratification of hear-
ing the repuled failing of musicians publicly ex-
posed, they would heve sacrificed the feelings of
those musicisns present, by making some such
remarks as (he following : * but musicians are
proverbially known to be seldom on friendly
terms,” rofessor Caven proved him self a
thorough musician 1n the omission of this some-
what tempting opportunity afforded bim, for be
koew well that most TRUE muasicians are free
from all thess petty jealousies. It is but your
“job earpenter” who sées so readily the faults
of a superior workman, It is well known that
our greatest nusicians have been for the wort part
truest of all artists in their warm aod undying
friendships, for amongst true lovers of true music
there 18 a sort of musical Freemasoory. The
