Canada s Glorious Losses

It was a beautiful summer day
when we finally docked at D1eppe
passed mrou@h customs and im-
migration as a mere formality,
and stood on the soil hallowed
by the blood of thousands of Can-
adian soldiers. There were hun-
dreds of people on the steamer.
