Jt might
oceur to the reader that a packego of thick
leaves eovered with prickly spiaes would
not be easily accommodated in an ordi-
nary cardcase.

The leaves of the spacial kind of cactus
used for this purpcse are not very prickly,
bowever, anl furthermore thess unique
eards nre not earried about, but are left
igrowing on the plant which stands at the
foot of the fromt steps.
