1. Three notrump. No oppor-
tunity to play for less than game
should be granted partner. Al
though a two notrump bid is like-
ly to be respected by partner,
and is invitational towards game,
North's hand may be such that
it calls for a pass.

The two diamond overcall shows
a sound diamond suit and is rough-
ly the equivalent of an opening
bid. Facing such a hand, the 13
high card points, plus good inter-
mediates and every suit presum-
ably doubly stopped, indicate the
the play for three notrump is
bound to be good:

2. Three diamonds. The most
likely game, if there is a game,
{s in notrump. Obiviously, partner
must be concerned about the gaps
in his diamond suit, since he is
lacking the K-J. The raise in dia-
monds may be enough to encour-
age him to bid three notrump if
he has spades stopped.

3. Five diamonds. A double
purpose is served by jumping right
to game. There is, first of all, the
likelihood there will not be three
losers in the diamond contract.
Partner may, of course, have the
wrong hand, and go down,” but
the possibility this may occur is
not enough to outweigh the prob-
ability eleven tricks will be made.
A second factor is that the op-
ponents may have a good heart
fit they have not yet had time
to discover.

This is a typical situa-
tion where many players feel com-
pelled to take action either to im-
prove the two diamond contract
for part score purposes or to sat-
isfy game ambitions.

There is a relatively poor
chance that any steps taken other

than a pass will improve matters.
Although there are 10 high card
points the overall value of the
hand is impaired by the lack of
it with partner's diamonds.
Game being so unlikely, a two
heart or two notrump bid is more
apt to make matters worse than
better.

BRISTOL, England (CP)—The
plant was new and featured a
clanking bly line,
largely of complicated machinery.

The wine being tested was part
of the largest single order ever
received from Canada by the 160-
year-old firm of John Harvey and
Sons, a consignment of 116,400
bottles of sherry for the Liquor
Control Board of Ontario,

‘The continuing conviction of the
trade that “‘wine is a living thing”
accounts for the continuing reli-
ance on human rather than ma-
chine labor in some of the vital
steps in its manufacture. After the
sea journey from the vineyards in
Spain, France or Portugal, it must
“rest”’ in the cellars for weeks be-
fore blending begins.

The new building replaces make-
shift quarters which have housed
the firm since its quarters were
destroyed by German bombs in
1940. But the original cellars, un-
touched by the bombs, go back to
1796

Among the few records which
survived the blitz is a document
covering Harveys' first Canadian
transaction.
