COAL TRAINS MOVING.

Five Hundred State Troops Fave s Desir-
able Effect on the Strikers.

An Indiana despatch of June 3rd says :
The state troops marched into Clark sta-
tion this morning five hundred strong,
with a Gatling gun, but only about fifty
miners were there to face the music. The
militia was drawn up in lice along the
edge of the woods, and Sheriff Leming,
after reading the warning against the min-
ers for riotous conspiracy, placed three of
the leaders, Squire Summers, Dick Gate
and John Flynn, under arrest. The pris-
oners were brought to this city this after-
noon and placed in jail. As soon as the
troops were in line the railroad men at
once repaired ihe track, and the loaded
cars which had been held were taken on
westward.

The thousand miners who were report-
ed en route for Clark’s station did net
materialize this morning, neither had they
collected at any point along the Baltimore
and Ohio Southern. The certainty that
the officera intended to enforce the law
ssemed to quell the rebellious feeling
among the men. The miners say that as
soon as the troops are withdrawn they will
stop all coal care, but, anticipating this,
two companies will be stationed at Clark’s
until all fear of trouble has passed. Trains

loaded with coal have been passing
through the city all the afternoon.
