Hon. Mr. Davies—Ti:e fact that overtares
had been made to the Government by one or
two Proprietors, relative to the sale of their
Estates, rendered it necessary to place at
the disposal of the Executive, the means of
purchasing any lands that may be offered at
a low figure  He then reviewed the general
question of land tenures, and in reply to
the hon. Leader of the Opposition, remark-
ed that the Escheat party, at the time al-
laded to, were powerless, because that the
Governor in Council, had, at that time, the
prerogative to reject any measure the:
pleased. It was, iherefore, folly ta thin
that under the Constitution of the Colony,
as it then =tood, that the Kscheat party
could have obtained their object.

Hon. Leader of the Government observed,
that the principle of purchasing Proprietary
Estates, under the provisions of the Land
Parchase Act, met with general approval,
and had been adopted by the Conservative
as well as the Liberal party. There were,
however, a few small Estates well setcled,
that could not be purchased at the limited
price fixed by the Land Purchase Act.
Should any such Estates be offered, the Gov-
crnment would be placed. by the bill under
consideration, in & position to purchase. He
tien proceeded to show the propriety of as-
certaining the views of the Home (!vovom-
ment, relative to a compulsory measure, pre-
vious to its intr>duction, in order to prevent
any misconception on the subject. He con-
cluded by expressing the hope, that the
owners of the remaining Township Lands on
the Island would follow the example of
others, and yield to the wish of the people,
by selling their Estates on fair terms.

Mr. Brecken—The bill under considera.
tion was based on precisely the same prin-
ciple as that much abused so called Ior
tiill—the Fitteen Years’ Purchase Act. If
the latter was 8o very unjust, and so adverse
to the interests of the tenantry, what he
would ask would be said by the nugporterl
of the present Government of the bill now
hetore the House, placing unlimited power in
the hands of the kxecutive to parchase lands
at an unrestricted price. He would offer no
opposition to the bill, but would merely re-
mark that it was in his opinion a compiete
abandonment of the coercive policy alluded
to in the Minute of Council already reterred
to, and a repudiation of any effort to secure
A compulsory measure. He would, there-
fore, willingly give the bill nis support.

Mr. MeNeill said that the effort made to
secure the consent of the Home Government
to & coercive measure, was ot accompanied
hy any declared or imEIi(-d iutention, to give
ap the policy of the Liberal party, relative
to the Land Purchase Act. The prin:iple
ol purchasing on equitable térms was closely
adhered to, and even under the provisions of
a compulscry measure. There was no desire
to deprive rightful owners of a fair valuation
for their lands. The main cbject was to
secure to the herd working sons of toil the
fee simple of their farms, on jast and rea-
sonable terms. The principal Proprietors
having consented t) part with their Estatos,
and shereby a large majority of the tenantry
of the Colony being placed in a position to

weome free holders, it was but patural, he
said, to expect that the remaining portions
f the people would eagerly seek like privi-
leges. And if the owners ot remainin
cstates woull persist in resisting the wel
understood wishes of the people, it was but
reasonable to expect that coercive measures
would be apphed for. and if possible, ob-
tained. In other Colonies obnoxious systems
iad yielded to public opinion, and he hoped
that here, also, the remnant of an oppressive
ind baneful system of land tenures, such as
seldom disgrace the anuals of any country,
would soon be wiped away.
