STHMA

In fortmer days the physiclan:
treating asthma had to rely om a'
quieting drug or give the patient
something to “loosen up” the plug
of mucous that was cbstructing the
tiny air tubes. Today, as it is
known that mcst cases of asthma
are caused by allergy or sensitive-
ness to various substances, a search
is made for the offending substance
and, if possible, the offending sub-
stance is removed from the patient
or the patient removed from the
offending substance.

In “The Journal of the American

Medical Association,” Dr. Francis
M. Rackemann, Boston, describes
the other factors besides allergy

that cause asthma, Generally, there
is extrinsic asthma , such as al-
lergy caused by sources outside the
body, and imtrinsic asthms, from
sources inside the body.

"In extrinsic (outside the body)

asthma, where cause is allergy, the
'asthmn begins before the age of
130. Intrinsic (inside the body) as-
thma begins after the age of 40. |
“Allergy is a disease of young
persons and when asthma begins
before the age of 30 it is due to al-|
llergy unless proved otherwise.”
| The history of the extrinsic form
|of asthma shows that it is the en-
|vironment that causes the asthma-
Itic attacks. The symptoms come
land go at certain times of year,
in certain places, in houses where
ithere are special forms of dust on
floors, furniture, mattresses, or cos-
metics. The most common source
of all is the dog or cat. Away from

‘these sources the patient is free of
‘his asthma. |
On the other hand, asthma in

those over 40 is not usually caused
1by allergy. The cause of the trouble
is inside the patient. There 1is
| something about his make-up; too
{much histamine or some other com-
|dition. This. accounts for the great
{number of drugs (antihistaminics)
|now being brought out by drug
manufacturers for asthma and hay
fever.

I have written several times
iabout the nervous or emotional
| factor causing asthma. Dr. Rgcke-
mann states that the active high-
| bressure business man becomes ex-
hausted and the housewife is har-
rassed by difficult relatives, endless
routine which wear her down. If
either is susceptible to asthma, has
a tendency to asthma, asthma will
result.
