Asa resident, this matter
was recently brought to my notice by
Messrs. T. & S., who also showed me the
correspondence between themselves and
Messrs. Merryweather, and who very justly
spoke in anything but a kindly manner of
the way they had been treated after
obliging our city as they had done, and for
which they had not received nor charged
any remuneration. I wish to know how
the City Council justifies itself in this
matter.
