be influonced either by fear or revenge.
But neither of these influences had had any
particular effect on the present struggle.
We were actuated by a sentiment against
the oppression of the weak, and by a fecl-
ing -of indignation at the breach of that
peace under which Europe was prospering;
and these were the motives that had led us
to this contest. Russia had thrown down
the gauntlet of defiance to Kurope, and
Europe would have been
had not taken it u The prev
