Destroyed
In Gadle

A 40-foot lobster boat was
wrecked early yesterday morn-
ing when it was blown against
the Point Prlm wharf it as
learned last evening from L. M.
(Lock) Glllis of that area.

The boat, which would be
worth approximatly $2,000, was
owned by a young man who was
making his first start this year
as a fisherman. It is a total
loss, it was explained.

The accident occurred when
the anchor cable broke under
the heavy pressure from the
gale force winds at what is re-
garded as one of the most ex-
posed anchorages for fishing
boats in the province.

A partial breakwater was
constructed for shelter six or
seven years ago, but it is in-
adequate, spokesmen for the
area fishermen explain,

The 10 boats anchored there
are worth from $25,000 to $30,000
one of the fishermen estimated.
