Sig,—On behalf of tbe Liberal-Conser-
vatives ef Stanley Bridge, Hope Ruver,

welcome you to this meeting, and beg to
tender to you our congratulations on being
a member ot ‘the Government under the
able leadership of Sir Charles Tupper,
bart.,—a Leader who is alive to the great
nterests of Canada, and thoroughly im
bued with loyalty to the Crown, aud clos-
er trade relations within the British Em-
pire.

We are not unmindful of the great in-
terest you have taken in politics since you
vere called to the Senate, and we look
vith pride to yonr able representation of
war claiws to additional railway facilities,
wd that you made it clear, beyond doubt
ravil, that this question of railway ex-
m in this Province is no electioneer-
ing dud ze, as our opponents in their ob
structive tactics are cootinually declaring;
but, on the coantrary, that the recordshave
:ommitted the Governmest to the build-
ng of those branches as fast as they
an be oyertaken.

We have especial reference to the ex
«nsion from Emerald to Stanley Bridg:
—a branch that is greatly needed by the
ababitants of this north side, hampered
v+ weare with bad harbors asd debarred
rom any steam communication during
ummer or winter, We desire. also, to
lirect your attention to the fact that up

vards of twenty years we have
en claiming and advocating rail-
Nay extension to this place,

and although we have on various occa-
«ons and particularly in February, 1891,
st a joint political meeting held at Clifton,
passed a uvanimous resolution in favor of
this branch, and although we urgel wup

on all candidates and members elect, not
me of them has opened his mouth in our
behalt to Parliament. Although at that
-lection you were defeated, yet we desire to
wknowledge our indebteduess to you in
presenting our ¢'aims the very first oppor-
tunity you had of carrying forward our
views as advocated in our resolution at
that meeting, proving clearly that you
ake a broafer and more comprehensive

view of public question®, and a
more patriotic one then the
narrow  obstructive tactics of party.

We hLave, therefore, confidence that a con-
tinuation of your efforts in this direction
will carry these matters to fiual fruition.

We also notice the position which you
take with regard to the religions embrcg-
lio created by the Manitoba scheol ques-
tion, a question that should never have
entered the arena of Dominion politics,
and we Leartily agree with the leader that
it is not & question of separate schools,
but of a racred compact, and when a liv-
ing witness like Sir Leonard Tilley, of
whom the Presbyterian Witness has said,
| “h's words will command attention,” gives
| as a reason for the compact “that the del

egates from Manitoba, as I distinetly, re-
member, claimed that the minority there
should be placed inas good a position as
the minority of Ontarig and Quebec,” and
further “it appears {d® me” he said,
“that there can be no qu‘stion as to the
rights secured to the minority of Manitoba
by the constitution, and it seems to me
very important that the history of the case
should be understood, because my obser-
vation has been that many of both parties
| who oppose remedial legislation d) so be-
cause they are opposed to  separate
gcheols.”

**It seews to me that sympathy ought to
go out to the aggrieved rather thaun to the
aggressor in Manitoba. If the case had been
otherwise and Quebec Province had re-
pealed the provisions allowing Protestants
their separate schools we would all have
protested and demanded protection, and
would be justified in doing =0.”

Again he says ““The real question is
whether as a nation we intend to keep
fa’'th or break it.”

As every reasonable citizen is anxious
| ta fulfill a covepant or stipulation made in

good faith with even the humblest indi-

vidual as well as a community, we see no
good reason to allow ourselves to be
| divided as to the merits or demerits of
separate schools, 1f the terms of union
with Manitoba can be violated, so may

the terms of union with Prince Elward

every other stipulation be broken. We

the Sanitary « flicer Lo remove the same, it
sha!l be the duty of the »antiary Otlicer, and
he is hereby authorized and required to cause
the same to be removed at the expense of the
owner or occupler so notified asaforereil. A~
ter such removal as aforesaid, the Sinitary
Officer shall forthwith demand payment of
the cost of removing the same, and unless
