CRIME DETECTED;
OR, THE MIDNIGHT WATCII.

[ pox*r think that I was ever cut in a
hotter day in  Australin than the one of
which 1 am now about to write. T'he sun
had been pouring down streams of firey
light, that mude me thank my stars I was
notin *Force’ uniform, though, as it was,
the heat burning through the tweed coat
upon my back made me feel as if it was
cast iron, and rivited upon my body. My
poor animal felt the fatigue and almost in-
sufferabte heat quite ns much as 1 did, I
dare say ; while the flies, those torment-
ing nuisances of bush life, nearly drove
both him and me mad,

Very beautiful in early merning is the
green scattered *“ bush” of Australin, A
thousand beauties may be freshly discov-
ered, us it were, at cevery fiesh mile of
travel. In one spot, grand, crooked olid
leaves lean caressingly over some tortuouns
and glistening creek, or stand sentinel over
their own reflections in the placid water.
Early birds ealls to each other from scent-
vl golden wattles, or wash (hemselves in
the shadow of the old gum-trees upon the
vdge of the creek. It it is the season
for the stately magpie, Le utters those de-
licious gurgles of musie, that cannot be
compared with the notes of any cther bird
in the wide world, or stalks proudly over
the grassy slopes, as it he really believed
e and his were * monarchs of all they
surveyed.”

Later in the day, too, when the therimo-
meter stands no higher than 103 or 104 or
g0, one may yet enjoy a ride through the
oludes of our eastern forest, The screams
of the cockatoos arve discordant, no doubt,
but how enjoyable it is to catch a glimpse
of them hovering over some tall tree or
resting upon a bough, with ontspread wing
swaying themselves to and fro in the very
cnjoyment ot pure life. Cawing ecrows
are nasty things, too, and sunggestive of
gomething that one dosen’s at all want to
come in contact with; nevertheless. their
feathers are so glossy and black, and the
clear blue sky unflecked by asingle cloud,
throws their wings out into such bolil re-
liet above the green tree-tops, that one
cannct but try to forget their disagveeable
habits. and admire them as a part of a
very Australinn bush seene.

Well, I eannot be sure that you will ex-
actly know what I am driving at, but I am
coming to the point.  After assuring you
that | admire and enjoy the beauty ot bush
seenery as much as any one, when it is
really admirable and enjoyable, I defy any
man living to picture to himscIf or to en-
dure a more detestable ordenl than a vide
through that same beautiful bush scencry
on the sort of day when my story com-
mences, Over a long, broad, treeless
plain, we will say, with the sun burning
up every blade of grass dry and brown,
and pouring down upen your miserable
heads; oron a lonely track, when only
now and then a tree comes aggravatingly
near the road to make you wish for
shade, il it were but for one moment; 1
sy aggrivatingly. for 1 think that, with
respect to shade, those same (‘lll'.’l'_\‘!lll are
the most aggravating trees in the universe.
Fortunately I was in no hurry upon that
partienlar day. I wasreturning from the
suceessiul accomplishment of a trouble-
some picce ol police business. and was
only anxions to get to my destination for
the night, and over the seemingly intermi-
nalle day of heat I had just passed throngh
but had I been upon the most urgent bhusi-
nees in the world, it would have been next
to impossible for my poor horse to have
galloped many miles at o streteh, with the
thermometer stunding so high as it did
that day.

Poor” Vino! T fanoy I see her now, as
we neared the lonely bush inn, where she
was as cortnin as 1 was myself of rest and
vefroshment, She was a glossy bright
bay, etrongly built, and yet a half-blood

When tho
uventor went there a lew weeks ago, it
was the dullest and least progressive town
in the State, and was retrogading in wealth
and population. 1le asked for ten thous
sand dollars (rom the citizens to help him,
They raised and gave it to him. The fole
lowing are the results of the investment :—
Two large agricultural implement manu-
factories of plows exeessively, one of stoves
and hollow ware, one ol reaper and mow-
er knives, and of saddlery hardware, two
of hovse rakes, one of farm wagons, one
of cultivators, one of wrought Jron brid-
gus. one ol sonps, and others more or less
extensive, These are not small concerns.
The machine interest alone supports tweo
thousand five hundred men. The towa
has trebled in population, quadrupled in
wealth, besides developing o home mar-
ket for tarm products which is stimulating
production and enriching farmers in the
country tributary to it.
