West Germany

LONDON (Reuters)—The treas-
ury warned home industry Sunday
that booming West Germany is
gobbling up the European export
market even though British sales
are still on the increase in the
export race.

A treasury report drew a com-
parison between the exports of the
two countries in April and May of
this year compared with the cor-
responding months in 1954.
