The Vatican released the fexis
of the cables following several days
during which it had pleaded ig-
norance when asked about reports
in Buenos Aires of such messages.
In those days. Vatican circles be-
lied Friday, definite steps were
taken by the Vatican to mend the
state-church quarrel in Argentina.
This clash had led to the expul-
sion June 15 of Buenos Aires’ aux-

hand, increased by only 190.000 to
a total of 2,679,000. This was one
of the smallest increases for the
month of June since the Second
World War.
