Sand- Sowdusf
Grow Tomatoes

VANCOUVER (CP) — Sand
and sawdust may eventually re-
place zood. rich loam in the hot-
house tomato industry.

Researchers are getting up to
three times the normal yield by
growing tomatoes in a sand-
sawdust mixture instead of soi!.

“We are hoping that within
anothet vear interested growers
will be able to make use of this
information,” says R. M. Adam-
son, the scientist in charge of
the research. Experiments have
been going on for three years
at the federal experimental
farm at Saanichton, on Vancou-
ver Island.

A mixture of three parts of
pitrun sand to one part of hem-
lock or Douglas fir sawdust,
with commercial fertilizers
added, has produced yields .of
15 pounds of fruit from each
plant, instead of the usual five
#0 seven pounds.

“Soils used for growing to
matoes in our area had become
infested with various soil-borne
diseases and, generally
they were too heavy for bo-
matoes,” Mr. Adamson said.

“By switching to sand-saw-

dust we overcame the disease |

problem while giving the bo-
matoes a better medium to
grow in."”
