Crew Rescued In
Northwest Gale

NEW YORK (AP) — A Coast
Guard cutter Tuesday saved all
33 crew members of a German
freighter, sinking in a savage
northwest gale.

The Coast Guard cutter Chin-
coteague battled 40-foot waves
and gale winds to aid the stricken
Helga Bolten in the North Atlan-
tic 400 miles off Newfoundland.

“No casualties,” the cutter ra-
dioed at 4:15 p.m. AST after the
dramatic three-hour rescue . as
signment was over.

The Chincoteague stood by the
listing freighter, apparently hope-
ful of salvaging the vessel. How-
ever, the cutter advised the Helga
Bolten's condition was ‘‘critical.”
