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GOLD MINING.

Gold mining in Nova Scotia appears to be
one of the most profitable branches of industry
in which eapital hias of late years been invest-
ed in any of the Muritime Provinces. The
Novascotiun of the 20th Jan. supplies some
information from Ieatherington's Gazelle,
from which we learn that there are fifteen
gold mines in that Province which are owned
by companies. thirteen of which have lLeen
actively worked during the past year; while
two operations hive been temporarily suspend-
ed. The fullowing we sclect as showing what
the result has been at two of them:—

“ The Ophir mine ot Renfrew is a repre:
sentative institution, both as regards mannge-
ment and success. ‘Uhe value of the gold
wined between February 1866, and September
1867, amounted to over one hundred and
cighty thousand dollars, and after paying
current expenses, and for the erection of a 24
stamp mill, as well as for several additional
arcas, gave in the above space of time a net
profit of one hundred thousand dollars.”

“The Ialmerston mine at Sherbrook,
which is also an American enterprise, is
Yuirdly less successful, having made a dividend
of 25 per cent. from its first years earninge
after having paid all expenses, and purchased
n new 10 stamnp mill.

The receipts at this last mine from 10th
November, 1866, to 28th October, 1807, i»
setdown as §85.615,60; expenses at the ming,
$35,166.61 ; cost of mill, 7,287,50; leaving o
prolit of 43,0061,48.

The Gazette adds,—** Such results are al-
most enough to rouse Nova Scotians from
their lethergy, and to invite Earopean recog-
nition and investments.” When shall we
have the pleasure of chronicling such Fuccess
from the published returns of the Fishing
Companies of this Island? Men who have
spent years in the business, and who have in-
vested their all in the enterprise, do not siy:
that such success has attended them; but
waintain that there is money in the trade, and
scope for extended and profitable operations,
and nothing is more common than to read of

“our “inexhaustible Fisherics.” We krow

~ that cn2 thousand pounds worth of fish are
annually shipped now, where a few years sgo
- there were not one hundred ; yet we are not
aware that men ave making money at the
business.  We would be glad to sce the
guestion discussed through the Press.
