A description of this remarkable
cavalry may, theretore, be interesting at
this time, as they are, probably, to play a
conspicuous part in the present war between
Turkey and Russia. It is by a Prussian
officer, who seems familiar with them and
their mode of warfare. He says, they wear
a pointed steel helmet, with a_long horse
tail pendant from it. A net of steel work
hangs down from the lower part of the hel-
met, protects the front and nape of the neck,
and is looped together under the chin under-
neath as shortest cut in the Pelish fashion.
