THE VATICAN. .

Some of Its Treasures and How they are
Guarded.

The treasures of the Vatican are be-

vond all price of calculation, and but

few favorel mortals ontside of the

| church have ever been permitted to view
| the inner sacristy, where the accumnla.

tions of centuries are hoarded.
There are four rooms specially decor-

| ated, in which are deposited scores of
| miters, ornamented with preciousstones;

| sacked, and many paintings an

chalices in gold and silver: capes and
garments for the highest church officials
and only donned upon special state oc-
casions, Many of the robes are em-
broidered in gold with the arms of vari-
ous Popes emblazoned upon them. Inthe
cabinets were once stored hundreds of
precious objects, but when Pius VL. was
forced to pay a part of the 200,000,000
francs imposed by Napoleon 1., the pre-
late had recourse to the chalices and
golden vessels, which were melted down
and placed side by side with numerous
gems of the Vatican treasury in order to
satisfy the demands of the rapacions
conqueror. When the French army oc
capied Rome in 1798, the treasury was
rare
statnary carried off. The tapestries, or
arazzi, as the Romaus call them, because
they were made at Arras, hung in one of
the inner alcoves of the Vatican. The
cartoons for them were made by Raphaei
in 1513, and represent various events in
the life for the Savior. Some of these
tapestries were carried off in 1798 and
sold to a trader at Genoa, who burned
one of them for the sake of the gold and
silver threads used in the bright lights
representing sunshine. The speculation
proving unprofitable, the trader, 1808,
disposed of the remainder to Pins VIL,
who restored them to their original
niches.

Under glass cases are many beantiful
swords, which the Popes are wont to be
stow upon those who win distinction
fighting for the church. Here, also, are
seen the “‘golden roses,” given by the
head of the church to ladies of royal

Fooling the Egyptian Mosqulito.

It appears that the Khedive is not the
only BEgyptian who deceives himself.

The mosquitoes do not find
out their mistake until next morning.”

A New Invention.

A new explosive cartridee, invented by
Dr. Ochse, formerly with the Messrs,
Krupp, is a sealed glass tube or ball
containing acidulated water into which
two platinum wires are led. For use a
current of electricity is sent through the
wires, decomposing the water into hy-
drogen and oxygen. Upon the ignition
of the mixed gases an explosive e of
580¢ atmospheres per square inch is de

veloped.

To Prevent Fire Popping,

Antoniv Viscount de Soto Major, Portu- |
guese ambassador to Sweden for more |
| than a generation, died at his post in
| Stockholm some weeks azo. Like many

his colleagaes at home unemmfortable. Al
though of & very old family and of remark- |
{ able intelligence aud refinement, he hai
the reckless dash of a cowboy and was a !
| constant source of terror to his political |
friends in Lishon. Soto Major entered |
political life in the fifties, after Le had |
squandered great wums of mouey in |
Paris, aud had tried vainly to make a |
living by editing the Lishon Tribune
He became known soon as the readieat and |
most forcible speaker in the Chamber of |
Depniies, where he eventually led tie |
opposition parties.  One day he denounce |
{ the finance minister as o spendthrift. The |
finance minister ans vered thut sach & re
proach did not e« me well fron & man who |
had squandered a whole fortune. !

"‘That is false!” exclaimed Soto Majo-
“I squandered three fortunes. Dut I was |
squandering my own, while the finance
minister is squandering other people’s
money.

The cause for his removal to the other |
end of Europe was given hy the viscount
soon afterwand.  The government deputies
interrupted repeatedly a spe-ch which he
made against the eabinet, and the pre-i
dent of the chamber ordered him to leave
the speakers’' tribune.  Soto Major left the
house, but returned sooa with a pistol cas-
in his hand. He ascended the speakers
tribure, took two pistols from tiie case a'
laid one at his right hand, the other at iiis
left.

“This pistol,” he said, laying his hand
on one of them, *‘is for you, Mr. President
if yon again call me to order. Aund this’
he added, patting the other, “is for the
next deputy who interrupts me.” The
sveech that followed this declaration was
delivered to a silent honse. A few wees:
later, however. Soto Major was gazetield
for the Stockholm embassy, and, so vivid
was the recollection of his last notable a
pearance in the Chamber of Deputies, thers
wae never any demand for his reeall 1o
Lisbon. In Stockholm, the old viseount
wns a great favorite, His cleverness
generosity, and gallautry to women wire
