There was no-
tning in his own nature or in his
enviroment that could enable him

wound him., One morning at
diawn he was startled out of a
deep sleep by a presence, and
suddenly realized that on that
“rain drenched roof there stood
- Son of God.” And Christ took
of his problem and solved it.
Af that encounter, following
Christ was the whole of Christian-
ity for him. The story of what
nis new alleglance led him to
dare and do Is a romance in it-
self. But the point of interest to
us here is the new realm into
which Christ lifted a man who
knew the world and oruld find
help to overcome it only in the
Son of God. .

What s the first need of a per-
on whose “daily round and com-
mon task” brings him or her with-
in range of Such influeinces?- That
man’s answer that it is of some-
one who will lift him clear out
of such an atmosphere into an-
nther where he breathes the air of
God.

In the bitter controversy re-
corded in the eighth chapter of
St John's Gospel, Jesus makes one
assertion that bears on this pro-
blem. He said to his critics: “You
are from below, I am from above;
vou are of t world, I am not of
this world. told you that you
would die in your sins unless you
helieve that I.am He."

Jesus' sheer courage fairly cat-
ches our breath. He was standing
umong men eager to kill A Him.
They had actually brought stones
nto the temple to stone Him to
death, He had just offered Himself
w the Light of the World, as the
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Water of Life and as the Bread of
Life, and their answer was a plot
to put Him to death. He faced
them frankly with their plan to
kill Him and traced their motives
to their Satanic source, and ex-
plained their position in the words
just quoted. He and they be-
longed to entirely different realms,
consequently their minds could
not meet. They were incapable of
even derstanding

and His Mission because they were
living in another world. Then He
repeated this tremendous affir-
mation that it was only by bellef
in Himself that they could be lift-
ed out of the lowet into the high-
er. 0

Is this actual fact? It is hap-
pening all around us continually.
The completeness with which a
human being can be lifted out of
all that constituted his world into
another the very opposite is so
miraculous that men look at it ir
wonder and hesitate to believe.

To illustrate this new creative
act of God take Masefield’s pic-
ture of Saul Kane in his poem
“The Everlasting Mercy.” ‘I have
recommended that poem to peopie
who were so disgusted with Mase-
field’s description of the sheer
brutality of Saul Kane's early life
that they refused to read on to
the great change. But to the low-
est of the low that change did
come. One night in a tavern he
had insulted a Quaker woman
who had come to present Christ
to the drinkers there, and she had
turned on him with a rebuke that
had blighted as with a stroke of
lightning all his past life. Stagger-
ed by the blow he felt something
break within his brain,
“As one by one the drinkers went
I got a glimpse of what it meant—
'Twas someone waiting to come

in— .
A hand upon the door-latch grop-
in’

Knocking the man inside to open.

He opened the door; the stranger
entered; and then

“I knew that Christ had given me
birth

To brother all the souls on earth

And every bird and every beast

Should share the crumbs broke at
that feast.”

Then this new world opened be-
fore him:—

“O glory of the lighted mind!

How dead I'd been, how dumb,
how blind,

The station brook, to my new eyes,

Was babbling out of Paradise:

The waters rushing from the rain

This is the old story. Saul of
Tarsus turned from hate to all
absorbing love, Augustine from
sensuous passion to thought that
met the issue of his time and go-
verned the thinking of Europe for
a thousand years, Francis from a
life of worthless frivolity to a
career of Service in imitation of
Christ closer than any other
known in history. These are his-
toric, but we knoy many personally
of whom the world has never
heard who have been lifted by the
same power out of the realm of
darkness into the realm of light.
New realities and powers, new
interests and aims, new contacts
and delights are in Christ for all
who accept Him. He becomes the
central Reality of His follower
and He makes the whole man his
own.
