For Diphtheria.

During the prevalence of diphtheria it i«
quite as important to look afcer the wel
ones as those tat are ill; especially need
ful it becomes if oneis exposed to the dis

ease. The observance of afew precautions
in this disease, as well as in others, is ot
great value in preventing their sprea.t.
First, never go into the presence of dis
ease with an empty stomach. Eat a goud
meal if possible, if not able to procuretiis
drink a cupof coffee, a cup of hot tea, ot
a glass ot milk. If nothing more sab
stantial offers drink a glass or more vot
water, better if a little whisky, brandy or
Jamaica ginger be addedtoit. If possi
ble, visit the sick when not over fatizued
orexhausted, Before going into the room
where diphtheria is, gargle the throat witu

diluted aleohol—one-third alcohol, two
thirds water; stronger if the throat will

bear it. All the membersof the family in
the house with a case of this disease should
gargle their throats three times a day at
least with the same preparation.—Hall's
Journal of Health.

vassing ior such orders, pay to the Provincial
Tr asurer ef this Province an annual license —
fee or direct tax of fifteen dollars.”  -

shall grant a license authorizing the person
therein named tore!ll goods, wares and men
chandize in this Provinee, and to solicit and
canvass for orders tor the sale, exchange oF
