A CITY OF THE PLAGUE,
[Concluded.]

“ NeEXT morning brought me the sad
tiding of the seizure of one of the little
twin boys of my friends the [—s, and a
request from the mother that I would come
to hey. 1 gotup as quickly as I could,and
stayed there till the poor child died, ten
hours after he was first taken ill, and then
for the first time realized what cholera
really was,  After much difliculty and de-
lay we got a doctor, who pronounced the
case not hopeless, left a few simple reme-
dies, and promised to return as soon as
he could. This was about ten o’clock in
the morning, and he never eame back at
all, and at five o'clock in the afternoon the
deaw little fellow was dead.  To watch the
sad change worked hour by hour, as the
bright rosy face turned livid and hollow-
eyed, and the round white limbs grew
colder and more rigid and purple, despite
our efforts to rub lite and warmth into
them again, was unspeakably painful, op-
pressing our hearts with a sense of the in-
evitable end. About half an hour before
death, eame apparent insensibility; the
awlul gasping for water gpd convulsive |
biting at gluss or spoon, that indicated a
suffering it was agonizing to witness,
ceased, and it was almost with thankful-
ness we saw the lasgt breath leave thoss
poor parched lips.

‘*That night the deaths were still on
the inerease, and a new phase occurred in
the progress ot things. A first, as [ told
you, the people went in crowds to the
churches and altars, besceching Gol's
merey on their unhappy city. Now there
came through the hitherto empty streets
troops of men and boys (ne’er & woman
amongst them). with tambourines, trian-
gles, and castanets, howling out wild
songs, dancing amd embracing each
other, and stopping at the doors of each
little drinking-cavern to call out those
from within, to come out and drink and
shout with them. ‘These were chicelly the
poorer artizans, bricklayers, carpenters,
smiths, and others of the townstolk, who,
refusing work of any kind, pawned what-

ed to know the artist-world here, and note
quaint ways and peculiarities that, ia more

nor opportunity to remark: formegy, I
mean, when Rome was not considered as
a fortnight's excursion from home—one
among « thousand places to be visited on
a short holiday expedition, Many others
besides our old friend died in Rome with-
in twenty-fonr hours after their warrival.
Others who have remained actively en-
gaged, like our friend Luigi Napoleoni, in
offices of merey and charity, have hitherto
escaped contagion. Dut, perhaps, it is
only naturil ﬁmt, in reckoning up the
names of those who fell in the cause of
humanity and Christian charity, the deatl,
of the Cardinal Bishop of Albano, Altieri,
should have made special impression upon
us all. The news of the cholera having
burat forth with such terrible fury among
his flock reached the Cardinal by telegram
on Tuesday evening, while present at an
examination in the Clementine College in
Rome, of which his Eminence was direc-
tor. He immediately returned to his pal-
lace, near the Gesh, collected what ready
money he had, sent word to the Holy
Father of his determination to fly to the
assistance of his people, aad took his de-
parture trom Rome with two doctors
whom he brought away at his own ex-
pense. On reaching Albano he did not go
on to his episcopal residence, but left his
carriage and began at once to exhort the
people to courage, and to give orders that
every means might be taken to ealm down
the universal terror. He then immediately
proceeded to visit those attacked: by chol-
era, to distribute alms, administer the sac-
raments, and do all that Iay in his power
to relicve and comtort his flock. From the
hour of his arrival till the Saturday fol-
lowinge, when he was seized by the fatal
maludy, he was oceupied in charvitable el-
forts to assuaze the horrors of the pesti-
lence. Calling to mind the example given
by the Archhighm) of Milan, San Carlo
Borromeo, during the great plague theve,
the Cardinal carvied about the Holy Saera-
ment, baretooted, as an act of penance,
‘ to appease thedivine wrath.” He scarce-
ly slept, and abandoned all idea of regular
meals; his every thought was for the
spiritual and corporal good of his people.
At one o'clock on Sunday morning, his life
being entirely despairved of, he received
the last sacrament, together with the es-
pecial apostolical benediction sent him by
Cardinal Saceoni from the Pope; and, an
nour afterwards, he expired in full posses-
sion of his senses, and perfectly tranquil,
with the crucifix which he still held in his
hand so closely clasped that it was found
impossible to remove it. Orders were
given that hisbedy should be transferred
at dusk to the cemetery silently and with-
out followers, as the sanitary cdict de-
manded. A ear was prepared within the
palace-gates, to be drawn by a couple of
horses, led by the Zouaves, who claimed
as their privelege the removal of the corpse.
But at dask a crowd of people- in fact,all
the Albanese who were in a condition so
to do—assembled in front of the bishop’s
palace with lighted torches in their hands,
all ready and anxious to accompany their
beloved pastor to the grave, It was in
vain to quote sanitary laws or attempt to
dissuade the populace at such a time ol
extreme peril. Dirveetly the doors were
opened, the young men crowded in, and,
detaching the horses, drew the car along
barcheaded, and with a silence and de-
corum remarkable in this exciteable peo-
ple. The remainder ot the erowd follow-
ed, likewise all barcheaded, and, chanting
hymns and prayers, accompanied the body
to the grave. Thus died Luigi Altieri,the
princes of whose noble house may hence-
forward pride themselves on the cardinal
of their name as the Borromeos boast ol
their San Carlo. e was the intimate
Iriend of Pius IX., as was likewise another
illnstrious vietim, the late Queen-Dowazer
of Naples, Maria-Teresa, who took the
malady while in close attenduance on her
youngest-born, Don Geunaro, a boy of ten

| The plague in London, and the plague ia
Milan, and the plagune in Florence, have
all becn described to us in the words of
genius; but a hand unpractised is capable
of setttng  beside them an almost equally
impressive picture, truth in its intense
reality having a force above art.
The fate of Cardinal Alticri has, as is
natural, been received by some with ex-
aggerated plaudits and lamentations, by
others with the usual revulsion of cynicism
and opposition to what other people say.
Our sympathetic and liberal-minded press,
after recording his heroism and martyrdom
one day, declares the next that it must be
an extraordinary thing for a bishop to do
his duty, ov his act would not be regarded
as anything out et the way. Dut the
fact is that, except parish doctors and
parish priests now and then, who do the
deed very quietly without knowing it, but
few people nowadays die for the rake of
their fellow-creatures; and it is still true
that greater love hath no man than this,
that & man lay down his life for his friend.
He might have done it moderately, taken
his dinner, and put on his shoes, By our
comfortable critics. Dut then, as it hap-
pened, this bishop was one of the same
race as those who shiieked Grazia at the
dimly-lighted shrines, and danced wildly
through the lurid streets when the bonfires
blazed at the strcet-corners, and the carts
went by with the dead. Moderation had
no existence in the region or the moment,
as indeed it has not in these quarters at
any moment. The Italinn prelate per-
haps was not soiry, in a time so out of
joint, to prove by the sacrifice of his own
life that the lite and soul of old still existed
in the Church of Carlo Borromeo and
Francis Xavier. In sucherises, amid such
calamities, it is ravely, very rvavely. the
priest who fails, and most rarely of all the
Catholic priest, who, according to his own
baolief, carries salvation to his penitent in
his sacred pyx. A Protestant clergyman
has a less urgent impulsion to the death-
ved of the dying, but still Protestant cler-
gymen seldom fail. Tt is the doctors and
the priests who do it with us, It was the
Eriests and the soldiers at Albano. Ervery-
ody, or almost everybody, of the eduecated
as well as the nnedueated classes, yielded
to the panic. Nobles, gentléfolks, art-
isans, all rushed forth in anindiseriminate
crowd—Ilast height of human cowardics
and weakness,  The healer's of men's
bodie’s Hled too, carrying with them all
hope of human help, and the strongest
incentive to courage and exertion, But
the poor priests steod fast, and even the
poor monks, the burly Franciseans, who
lonnge in the suu about the convent walls,
and the proud scarlet cardinal, who néver
moves without lackeys behind him. ‘The
bishop's bare feet, we think ourselves,
would do little to ** appease the wrath of
God ;" but that is done according to o °
man's light and character and nation.
especially when sealed by the sacrifice of
his lile, is not an oftering to be sneered at.

There are men among them
who wear our Crimean medal, and u finer
brogue was never heard than might be
heard about the glopes of Tusculum, when
the reckless, picturesque band of Free
Lances were quartered thereabouts., But
when trouble came the lawless rose to the
occasion.
