Hon. Mr. Davies referred to a petition
from William Jardine, of Crown Pont, Lot
49, which bhad been laid on the table, and
moved for & Committee to report thereon by
bill or otherwise. After some rewarks on
the nature of the petition from Hon. Atty.
General; Hon. Leader of the Opposition nod
others, the motion was withdrawn, on the
ground that the grievance complained of wis
of a peculiarly personal nature, and could
not be entertained by the House.

Mr. Bell presented a petition trom Geo.
Maggieson, of Lot 5, Prince County, setting
torth that 1 the year 1788, petitiover's
futher purchused trom the late Win. Haszard,
for 75 waineag, 300 acres ot Jand, which was
orizinally loyalist grants, and granted to the
said Mr. Haszard, of Bellevae.  That in the
year 1315, Petitioner’s father died, and in
1317 one John thil Jaid claim to eaid land,
and served an ejectment on Mrs. Magzie-
son, to which sue pujd no attention; and
atter setting forth certein grievances com-
plained of, prays that he may be reinstated
in the lands.

Ordered that the petition be referred to a
Committee to esamine the same and report
thereon.  Mr. Bell, Hons. Davies and tiow-
lan, appointed said Committee.

Hon. Atty. General introduced the bill to
amend and consolidate the Educationr Act.
Reeceived and read, and, on motion, was or-
dered to be read a second time on Szturday
next.

ton. Atty. General, in introducing the

hill, explamned the prinsipal amendments 1o
the Kducation Law contemplated by the bii}.
The salaries of teachera,and the mode of pay-
ing the same, was not to be changed. [he
constitution of the Board of Fducation was
to undergo a revision, by adding to its mem-
bers two examiners, whose special duty it
would be to attend to the examination of
candidates for the important offices of
teachers. Said examiners would be expected
to attend regularly at each meeting of the
Board, and under 1ts rules and regulations,
examine said ecandidates in the various
branches required to qualify thew lor the
ditferent clas-es of teachers, The Normal
School, he said, was not to be abolished, but
the clause in the dchool Aet relating there-
to, compelling attendance for five months at
that lostitution, was to be repealed. Can-
didates, however, making their appearance
at the Board and found incompetent, would
be ealled upon to spend a term at the Nor-
mal School in order to prepare themselves
wr a suceessful examination. He (Hon.
Atty. General) then alluded to cases vl pe-
caliar bardship, where youug men trowm the
sister Colonies having deplomas from brst
class Institutions, were ~alled upon to spend
five months at the Norwal Schiool betore they
could procure licenses as Distriet leachers.
T'be sawe argument apphied to Students from
St. Dunstan s and Prince of Wales Colleges,
some of whom, rather than how to such an
hawiliatory course, left their native howmes,
and thereby the land of their birth was de-
prived of tueir valuable services as teachers,
It was contemplated to engage a Second
Teacher at the Normal School to train youth,
provided a sufficient number of children
would offer at a tee of 403, a year for each
child; when 30 toys would thus attend,
Teuacher would be employed, to whomn a sum
would be paid from the Treasury i addition
to the sum thus subdscribed by parents.
There was no vital chanze in the present
system of learning imparted at schools con-
templawed by the bill.

The assessment clanses of the Act would
be rendered more explicit in order to prevent
troubles and disputes arising from uliscon-
ception thereof among Teachers and I'rus-
tees,  [he Actiuself would be so consolidat-
ed as to reduce its present number of pages
to one half. Tne bili contemplated the ap-
polntment of three Visitors of Sehools, one
for each County. There was a clause to ex
empt Ministers of religion and Professors of
Uolleges frow the payment of school nssess-
ment. 1t was, on motion, ordered that the
Bill be read a second time on Saturday.

Hon Col. Secretary—A number of peti-
tions which had been laid before His Excel-
lency the Lieut. Governor in Couueil, pray-
g aid for paupers.

Dr. Jenkins introduced & bill to amend
the Militia law., On presenting the bill
Dr. Jenkimns explained its principal features.
The object of the bill ne (Dr. Jenkins) said
wis to merease the efficiency ot the Militia
toree, and at the same time relieve the people
{from some ot the inconvealences to which they
were subjected, under the law as it now
swod, by calling out, in time of peace, one
halt only ot the people, and allowing any.
one unwilling t  serve, to provide
u substitute, who should uudergo a medical
examination. The Milita to be culled out
five days wnd drilled tour hours a day ; under
the present law they were liable to be called
out ten days, a id ditiled one and a half hour
per day, by which men lost the whole day, for
they were unfit after drill to perfarm work the
rest of the day. It men drlled tour hours 8
day tor five days, they would pecform 15 ine
stead of 20 hours, as at present, and at the
time not loose as much tiue a8 under the
present system. The_ ciliciency of the Mihia
torce would thus be iucrensed, and men -
willing und unfit to serve, by being allowed
the privilese ol a snl)smut», the country would
have in their places wen eapable of doing
their work, and under proper disciplive, oune
halt the force would thus become more effece
tive, aud be capable of performing more effi-
cient service than the whole Minua force of
the Island as at present.

Hon. Leader of the Opposition took ex-
ception to the bill, on the ground that its prin.
ciples had already been before the House this
Session in the bill presented by Mr. Howat,
aid also because it contemplated the infliction
of tines and penalties, and should therfore huve
originated iu Committee of the whole House,
After some further remarks from hon, mem-
bers on the subject, the Speaker declined re-

Mr. Brecken contended thay 1 the absence
of o Workhouse or Reformatory the prineiple
of allowing the Court the discretionary
power of ioflicting punishwent, either by
tine or imprisonment, was absolutely neces-
sary. It was a great hardship to cause
young offenders to be threwn intoe $he sawe
prison, and mads to assoaate with old and
vile criminals, whose socisty would tend to
strengthen rather than eradicate the propen-
sities for evil in the mindsof such yonthful
offenders.  He (Mr. Droken) urged the
propriety ol leaving the exercise of dis-
oretignary power in the hands of the City
authorities, who would inflict the punish-
meut in the waanner and t the extent called
for by the nature of the offence.

Bay have set our small farmers an exmnple
selt-help and co-operative effort which they
would do we!l to tollow. Having been cow
vinced by long and paiuful experience of the
many disadvantages of being obliged to pur
chase seed grain in the spriug when their pockets
were empty and their credit by no meaus good,
they looked abeut them for some means 10
remedy the evil, By some chance or other,
thay lighted on a scheme which not ouly proved
a cure for that particuler evil, but oue which
it properly applied will—if we are not very
much mistakeu—very materially lessen the
many disadvantazes under which those very
amiable people have so long laboured. e
wediately after hurvest, we presume, o number
of them formed themselyes into a society 10
themselves and others with seed
grain, Fach member contributed to the
geversl siock four bushels of oats, By this
means » store of grain was laid by to be sold
or logned to those who should need seed cori
in the spring, and to those only., Paymest
was tuken in oats in the full. As many of the
